Article 6 “Women with disabilities”

1) What is the employment rate of women with disabilities in decision making positions at the central and provincial governments?
2) Which measures have been taken by the government to ensure sexual rights for person with disabilities?
3) Which measures were undertaken to guarantee the access to sex education for women with disabilities?

4) What is the budget allocated for sex education programs for women with disabilities?

5) What is the budget addressed to the National Women’s Committee for its programs and activities regarding persons with disabilities?

6) How many health centers are equipped with accessible medical equipment for women with physical disabilities?

Article 9 “Accessibility”
1) Which reports have been produced by the Advising and Controlling Committee created by Decree 914/97 regarding the implementation of the national accessibility plan? Please provide disaggregated information on the implementation of the plan according to the public or private sector; urban and rural areas; centralized or decentralized interventions.
2) From all the local governments which have adopted the national accessibility plan how many have changed their legal system according to the new principles contained in the CRPD?

3) What measures guarantee that accessibility and adaptability are respected in the public housing program?
4) Through which monitoring mechanism does the government ensure the incorporation of accessible transport unit to the public transportation system?
5) What type of registration mechanism is implemented in order to have accessible educational buildings? Please give this information regarding new and existing educational centers as well as at federal and local level. What are the recommendations given to the areas of the Ministries of Education, national and local, in order to introduce the accessibility issues in their general strategy?
6) What is the number of public offices which have officers trained in sign language?
Article 12 “Equal recognition before the law?
1) What actions is the government developing to eliminate from the current legal system the possibility to declare an individual insane, which results in the complete and permanent loss of all rights?
2) What measures are being taken to abolish the guardianship process through which a person is deprived of their legal capacity?
3) Please provide information about the implementation of the personal assistance service to fully guarantee the legal capacity of person with disabilities
4) Regarding the above listed statements, please provide information on whether those measures are included in the reform of the civil and commercial code foreseen in the draft bill proposed by the Reform Committee created by Decree 191/11.
5) Article 3 of the Argentinean electoral code (text contained in Decree 2135/83) states the following: “Are excluded: those who are declared by legal process dements”. What steps actions are currently being taken by the government to eliminate this exclusion?
6) Article 5.4 of Decree 432/97 states: the person who is enabled and is illegible for a pension and is currently interned in a medical institution, in order to gain access to this benefit, the institution has to start the guardianship process (deprivation of legal capacity). Please inform which measures are being taken by the government in order to eliminate this relationship between receiving a pension/benefit and the losing of legal capacity.
Article 14 “Liberty and security of the person”
1) Please provide information on whether Office of Revision of Internment is currently functioning (created by the National Mental Health Law). If not, what will be the measure in order for it to do so in the future?
2) Please inform the level of implementation of the “Lawyer of the Internee” according to article 22 of the national health law. If not yet implemented, what measures will be take in the future to modify this non-compliance?
3) Please provide information on  the training programs available for the judiciary and health staff regarding the CRPD and national health law principles.
4) Please provide information about the national and local programs on prevention and treatment for drug abuse, and whether the institutions dealing with this topic are based on an open or closed interment framework, and the average time of internment.

Article 19 “Living independently and being included in the community”

1) Please provide information on the budget allocated for services related to autonomous life either related to home care services or institutions. Please give this information according to each area of implementation regarding Law 22452 and how the budget is allocated between persons, institutions and states.
2) Please provide information on the budget allocated to accessible housing and how those accessible houses are distributed geographically within the country.
Article 21 “Freedom of expression and opinion, and access to information”
1) What is the level of implementation of article 66 of the national law 26.522 (audiovisual services) regarding accessibility?
2) What is the sanctions system regarding those who are required by article 66 (Law 26.522) to provide audiovisual accessible services? Please report what resolutions were taken to regulate this situation?
3) What are the mechanisms available for making claims regarding the non-implementation of article 66?
4) What is the technical standard applied to ensure accessible audiovisual services?
5) What is the international standard followed by the website owners on accessibility?
6) What measures is the government taking to ensure full application of law 26.653 regarding accessibility for websites?
Article 24 “Education”
1) What are the measures implemented for an inclusive education system in accordance with the principals of the CRPD?
2) What is the current budget allocated to inclusive educations programs?
Article 26 “Habilitation and rehabilitation”
1) Please provide information on the number of centers available for issuing a disability certificate?
2) Please provide information on the mechanism through which this certificate and its benefits is disseminated to the whole target population?
3) Please provide information on the quantity of people who hold a certificate and what is the strategy for giving it to those who still do not have access to it.

Article 27 “Work and employment”
1) What is the budget allocated to adapting devices to increase access to the labour market?
2) What is the level of compliance regarding the 4 or 5% quota for public employment for person with disabilities?
3) What type of programs are being undertaken by the government to guarantee equal opportunities for training and employment for people with disabilities?

Article 28 “Adequate standard of living and social protection”
1) What measures are being taken by the government to eliminate the incompatibility regarding social security benefits and formal employment?
2) What is the budget allocated to effectively guarantee access to social security for persons with disabilities?
Article 29 “Participation in political and public life”
1) What are the actions developed by the government to eliminate the exclusion of the right to vote of people whose legal capacity has been restricted set out in article 3 of the Argentinean Electoral Code?
2) What were the measures taken in order to allow a person with disabilities to select on their own the person who will assist them in the right to vote, and that this choice is not designated to the current election authority (contained on article 94 paragraph 3 of the electoral code)?
3) Please provide information on the budget evolution regarding the physical and communication accessibility of the elections. Please provide this information with respect to: I. Physical accessibility of electoral centers. II. Sign language. III. Accessibility for people with visual disabilities.
4) What is the budget and the strategy to promote the creation and sustainability of DPOs regarding public and political participation?
