Bangladesh intervention at the high level panel on the promotion and protection of the right to development: commemoration of the 30th anniversary of the Declaration of the Right to Development

Thank you Mr. President. 
We applaud the organization of the high level panel on the right to development and thank the High Commissioner and the Panelists for their valuable remarks and insights. 

Mr. President, thirty years ago, the “Right to Development” was established as a universal, inalienable and an integral human right. The Declaration ascribed clear duties to the States to cooperate with each other in ensuring development and in eliminating obstacles to development. 

Full enjoyment of human rights cannot be possible without meeting the challenges of development. The effective implementation of the right to development requires meaningful global partnerships for development. It requires the international community to create an enabling global trade, economic and financial environment free of structural impediments where developing countries have opportunities for active international economic activities. 

Last year, the world has witnessed the adoption by all UN members, the historical 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development. We have collectively agreed to ‘to reach the farthest first’. It is not by chance that the UN members have committed, inter alia, to eliminate poverty, reduce inequalities within and among states, achieving gender equality, and strengthen Global Partnership -it is our conscious decision and committed agreement. Through different goals, and in particular goal 17, we have committed ourselves to assist developing countries in implementing the SDGs.
We therefore, subscribe to the conviction that realization of  Right to development is the basic ‘Mantra’ for implementing the SDGs. 
States have also committed to respect all human rights, including the Right to Development in the Addis Ababa Action Agenda. In the same occasion, countries recommitted to achieve the target of 0.7 per cent of GNI for ODA, and 0.15 to 0.20 per cent for LDCs.  
Mr. President, we have to rise above technical rhetoric and initiate actions to realize the commitments made in goal 17 of 2030 SDA and in the Addis Ababa Action Agenda with regard to international cooperation, which is the basic premise of the Right to Development. We strongly believe that the Council should and must contribute in articulating binding mechanism towards full realization of the right to development.
