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Thank you Mr. President, 
Thank you Mr. Moderator,

Italy aligns itself with the statement delivered by the EU and thanks the distinguished Panelists for their presentations.

The year 2015 has been marked by: the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development; the Addis Ababa Action Agenda on Financing for Development; and the Paris Climate Agreement.
In this regard, Italy believes that it is essential to effectively translate human rights obligations into national legislation. The fulfillment of human rights is key to achieving development and to eradicate poverty. Equally important is the integrated, indivisible and universal approach arising from the 17 Sustainable Development Goals. 
The current juncture draws our attention to a dichotomy: too many people are trapped in situations of poverty, conflict and insecurity; and the overarching goal of development is to ensure freedom from want and, more generally, to daily improve the well-being of every member of society. 
In Panelists’ opinion, how can we effectively contribute to a sustainable Development Agenda? How best to ensure that development aid – including through International Financial Institutions and the OECD DAC – takes fully and systematically into account relevant recommendations from all UN HR mechanisms? Last, in light of Goals 16 and 17, what role should be guaranteed for accountability and access to the rule of law?
