 UN Conference on anti-corruption measures, good governance and human rights

Warsaw, November 8-9, 2006

On November 8-9 2006 Warsaw will host the UN Conference on anti-corruption measures, good governance and human rights, co-organized by the Office of the UN High Commissioner for Human Rights and the Government of the Republic of Poland. 

The Conference has the goal of highlighting the negative impact of corruption on the observance of human rights and including the protection of human rights and good governance in anti-corruption strategies.
