Initiating discussions on human rights compliant development policies - Regional Consultations under the auspices of the UN Special Rapporteur on the right to development 
GENEVA – The UN Special Rapporteur on the right to development, Saad Alfarargi, convened the first Regional Consultation on the practical implementation of the right to development for Africa from 27 to 29 March in Addis Ababa. 
The Special Rapporteur is planning to convene further Regional Consultations: for Europe - in June 2018, in Geneva, Switzerland; for the Americas - in October 2018, in Panama, Panama and for Asia – in Bangkok, Thailand, in December 2018.  
The Regional Consultations will focus on identifying good practices in designing and implementing policies and programs devised to advance human development through the human rights based approach. The participants in the first Regional Consultation raised numerous challenges facing the implementation of the right to development. They also provided a considerable number of practical recommendations on designing, implementing, monitoring and evaluating development policies, programmes and projects in a manner compliant with the right to development. Based on the recommendations from this and the subsequent Regional Consultations, the Special Rapporteur will formulate general guidelines on implementing policies and programs to promote and fulfil the right to development. 
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
