ii) Dressing 

iii) Shelter 

iv) Worship 

v) Ceremonies 

vi) Relationships 

Since the creation the Maasai have been protected their culture and also promoted it to be the world most famous.

The Maasai have been eating only meat, blood and milk.

It has been very unique for the Maasai community that only women build the small hurts called Manyatta which are for temporary used only.

The Maasai way of dressing is with the skin and domestic animals with one blanket inside.

They have ceremonies just after the birth   of the child until the death.

They have different ways of relating
i) Clan 

ii) Age group 

This makes them have respect honest and fear of going against the culture.
The Maasai have their own way of worshipping where by very early  in the morning they face the sunrise and in the evening they face the sunsets also  where there is a gathering only the elders lead with prayers.

All this have contributed to the promotion and protection of the Maasai culture.
