My name is Vilma Francisco. I came from Brazil. I am representing the Black Studies Nucleus (NEN).  The NEN is a non-governmental organization, which struggle against racism and, all kinds of racial and social discrimination which faced by the afro-Brazilian population. The NEN is a member of the social movement and having a well-formed and diversified staff, who are trying to go beyond the simple fact of denouncing racism

I wish to advice the Working Group on Minorities on the following problems that confront our community:

Firstly, Racial Discrimination against Black people that can be verified by a variety of ways, among them, absence of public policies that can benefit that population. Which causes a kind of exclusion deeply linked to racial issue;

Secondly, Low schooling level due to lack of education access.

Thirdly, The absence of social insertion and the  obstacles Black People encounter to exercise their citizenship.

These practices are violating the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights (article 26) and the International Convention on the Elimination of all forms of Racial Discrimination (article 2) Both Covenant were ratified by the Brazilian State. 

Recommendation

1. Brazil should take effective measures to review governmental, national and local policies 

2. Brazil should change any laws and regulations which bring to an end  racial discrimination against individuals and the Black people. 

3. Brazil should  prohibit and bring to an end racial discrimination by any individuals or organizations. 

4. They should also encourage the multi-racial organizations.
