Ad III. Conceptual framework 

A dedicated section on children and women would better flash out the specific features of the vulnerability of these groups of people.

Ad IV. overview of the main ... deprivations faced by persons living in extreme poverty

In this section a more specific reference should be made to those obstacles directly linked to food insecurity and hunger, such as limited access to land and other productive assets, markets, labour market , financial resources. 

Other structural obstacles may also originate from a weak legislation, where normative gaps and/or inadequate provisions may contribute to perpetrate existing socio-economic discriminations  

More emphasis should be given to the impact of harmful cultural beliefs and practices on people’s (especially women and children) poverty  

Section 2. Overarching policy guidelines

National budget should be a specific point of the overarching policy guidelines. All rights (and related policies) have budgetary implications. Budget allocation is critical for matching policies and actions; budget analysis is critical for reorienting policy choices and prioritizations. A human rights based approach to budget helps to strike the right balance among competing demands, requiring that at least the following criteria are taken into account: 

a.                Budget allocations are prioritized towards the most marginalized or discriminated against;

b.                Provision is made for essential minimal levels for all rights;

c.                Particular rights are not deliberately realized at the cost of others (for example, that health programmes are not compromised by a disproportionate focus on security or debt servicing).

J. Ensuring international assistance and cooperation 

The concepts of participation, ownership and capacity building – well highlighted in the recommendations - should be further linked to the formulation of clear exit and  hand over strategies. 

Section 3. Specific rights-based obligations

0.    Right to equal and effective access to justice

In the recommendations a specific reference to the main principles governing juvenile justice should be made.

P. Right to an adequate standard of living, including access to food.

Among the recommendations related to the right to adequate food, emphasis should be put on  the  establishment of adequate and functioning mechanisms of early mechanisms to prevent or mitigate the effects of natural or human made disasters, including food price fluctuations  as well as “appropriate emergency preparedness measures, such as keeping food stocks for the acquisition of food, and take steps to put in place adequate systems for distribution” (Voluntary Guidelines on the Right to Food No. 16). 
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
