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Mr. Chairman,
My delegation welcomes the convening of this year’s Social Forum with the focus on the right to development and thanks the panelists for their excellent presentation. At the panel on the realization of the right to development convened at the 18th Session of the Human Rights Council, we pledged our staunch commitment to the full enjoyment and effective realization of the right to development. At this opportunity, allow me to reiterate our commitment and the great importance we attach to seeing it established on a par with other fundamental rights.
We fully agree with the view that development is about global partnership in providing access to opportunities towards the constant improvement of human wellbeing in such a way as to guarantee citizens’ freedom from want and the fear of deprivation and to allow them to live in dignity.

We also believe that the denial of people’s right to development, or the establishment of conditions which curtail its progress, are important triggers of violence and unrest. It is evident, as is clearly demonstrated by the endemic conflicts in parts of sub-Saharan Africa, and more recently by the violent uprisings in the Middle East and North Africa, as well as by the public discontent and indignation felt in several developed countries.
Therefore it is pertinent to place the right to development at the heart of development policies and programmes in developing countries as well as to internalize it among marginalized segments of society in developed countries. 
Mr. Chairman,
At the national level, Indonesia continues to make development a key consideration in our national policy-making process and recognizes the strong linkage between development and the fulfillment of our human rights obligations. We also strongly believe that the economic, social and cultural rights of our citizens are inseparable from their civil and political rights. 

At the international level we shall continue to support the work of the Working Group on the Right to Development and to cooperate with other states, regionally as well as globally, to develop sustainable partnerships towards the promotion and effective realization of the right to development, and towards the achievement of MDGs.
While much has been achieved in the promotion and implementation of the right to development, in the past 25 years since the adoption of the UN Declaration on the Right to Development in 1986, much more still needs to be done as challenges to its effective implementation remain. These challenges, such as a deeply-entrenched economic crisis, the effects of climate change, food crisis and deteriorating health conditions have led to a worsening of economic hardship, living conditions and potential for prosperity.
The scale and scope of these factors, and their combined impact, require collective efforts at all levels of society and across borders and regions to address them effectively.
Mr. Chairman, 
We take note of the activities conducted by the OHCHR to promote and realize the right to development, including in the context of the 25th anniversary of the UN Declaration on the Right to Development, and underline the importance of addressing the challenges and of translating policies into concrete actions. 
We note the background report submitted by the UN High Commissioner for Human Rights, and underline the need for global economic governance reform as well as the promotion of global partnership for development through increased and meaningful dialogue and cooperation with a broad range of actors as stipulated in the conclusion of the report.
In conclusion, we encourage states to deepen their cooperation and to work in concert to tackle the obstacles to development so as to place the human individual both as a participant in and a beneficiary of development, the central subject of the development process and of policy, as envisioned in the UN Declaration on the Right to Development.
