Measures in Response to the Financial and Economic Crisis

1. 
In relation to the financial and economic crisis, no special measures that would have a direct or indirect impact on the water and sewage sector have been accepted.

2.
Crisis impact on the crucial projects financing did not occur as the financial resources are nowadays provided from the subsidiary funds of the EU. It should be mentioned that specific water usage per capita decreased in the last 10 years by 66%, reaching the level of 80 liters/citizen/day.
3. Social charges, in consequence of which the measures for mildening the impacts on the approach to water for domestic and personal use should be taken, were not diminished.
4. 

Regarding the financial and economic crisis, no changes occurred in this area. In Slovakia, municipalities and towns are owners of the public water supplies and public sewage system, providing their operation by competent qualified persons. Independent regulatory body “Regulatory Office for Network Industries” is responsible for the tariff system and since 2003 it determines prices for water-supply and sewage system, taking into account their social acceptability.

Ensuring Human Rights Compliance

Financial and economic constraints did not affect asserting of the human rights on water and sanitation.

According to Law No. 369/1990, Coll. on municipality system, as amended, the municipalities are obliged to ensure public services including water-supply and sewage system for all citizens inhabiting the municipality, no matter if they belong to marginalized group or not.

8. 

No measures influencing human rights on water-supply and sewage were implemented in consequence of trade or economic restrictions.

Valid Slovak legislation in the field of drinking water supply and wastewater take away fully ensures respecting of human rights on water-supply and sewage (The Slovak Republic Constitution, Water Act, Law regarding public water-supply and sewage system, Law regarding municipality system)

No measures have been accepted.

Access to sanitary perfect drinking water for all citizens is guaranteed in the Slovak Republic following relevant legislation.

12. 

No mechanisms were needed to be accepted. In the Slovak Republic, municipalities and towns are owners of the public water supplies and public sewage system, providing their operation by competent qualified persons. Regarding the Proclamation No. 262/2010, Coll. of the Ministry of Environment of the Slovak Republic, establishing the content of public water-supply recovery plan, public sewage system recovery plan and procedure for their preparation, the owners of public water-supply and public sewage system are obliged to provide necessary replacement of aging infrastructure. Public water-supply and public sewage system operators must have a valid licence in accordance with the Proclamation No. 124/2003, Coll., establishing details on expert competence to operate with public water-supply and public sewage system.
