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1.	The Slovak legislation provides the individuals in the position of alleged victims of violations of human rights to water and sanitation the same legal protection as other alleged victims of human rights. This legal protection includes the judicial protection of human rights provided by the general courts of the Slovak Republic and non-judicial protection of human rights provided mainly by the Slovak Ombudsman or Slovak National Centre for Human Rights.  

Under the Act No. 369/1990 Coll. on Municipal Establishment the particular municipalities have a legal duty to create conditions in order to ensure an access of citizens to potable water. The municipalities also ensure a potable water supply and sewage sludge disposal. 

If the individual becomes suspicious of or is convinced of violation of the human rights to water or sanitation he is entitled to require the investigation initiation of situation by owner or operator of public duct and sewerage as well as by municipality. 

The Regulatory Office for Network Industries surprises how standards of quality in the field of providing water services are observed. 

The Public Health Authority of the Slovak Republic and its 36 regional public health offices ensure that the requirements concerning the quality of water from the point of view of health safety in compliance with the valid legislation (the Act No. 355/2007 Coll. on the Protection, Promotion and Development of Public Health, the Regulation of the Government of Slovak Republic No. 354/2006 Coll. Laying Down the Requirements for Water Intended for Human Consumption and Quality Control of Water Intended for Human Consumption) are observed. These state authorities also examine the incitements of Slovak citizens as to the violation of the requirements concerned.     

Apart from the above mentioned mechanisms the individual may file a complaint in accordance with the Act. No. 9/2010 Coll. on Complaints.  

The protection against discriminatory acts as regards an access to services, including the water supply, is stipulated by the Act No. 365/2004 Coll. on Equal Treatment in Certain Areas and Protection against Discrimination. 

2.	No, the general courts in the Slovak Republic have not yet adjudicated any case related to exercise of the human rights to water and sanitation. 

3.	No, the general courts in the Slovak Republic have not yet addressed the issue concerned.

4.	The Slovak legislation prohibits the discrimination on any grounds including the discrimination in the exercise of human rights to water and sanitation. 

5.	No, the Slovak National Centre for Human Rights as the competent national human rights institution does not record a case concerning the violation of the human rights to water and sanitation.

6.	The individual may complain to relevant subjects (the municipality, the service supplier, the owner or the operator of public duct and sewerage, the Regulatory Office for Network Industries) as well as to the Slovak Trade Inspection as authority of internal market surveillance.
