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Madame High Commissioner,
· Thank you for convening this meeting on the Annual OHCHR Report. 
· Today’s meeting is based on the Presidential statements 18/2 and 19/1. As  the delegation which has been instrumental in bringing out these statements, we are glad to see that the meeting is taking place with the presence of the High Commissioner. 
· This meeting provides an important opportunity to enhance the cooperation between UN Member States and the Office by increasing the level of mutual understanding.
·    The outcome of the meeting today will also be of great value. We trust that in line with the Presidential Statement 19/, not only the written comments but also the oral comments made during this meeting will be compiled by your Office and made publicly available. 
·    We have listened with great interest the opening remarks of the High Commissioner. We are aware of the financial situation in which the office finds itself. The UN community with its institutions and member states is responsible for finding an adequate answer to this dire situation.
·    We believe that this financial situation requires continued leadership and mutual efforts from both the High Commissioner for Human Rights and from UN members. The aim is to create a more sustainable resource base over the coming years in a manner that balances the different interests by states, without infringing on the independence of the High Commissioner. 
·   We have started working on this issue with a group of countries. 
· We have carefully read the annual OHCHR report. We appreciate the detailed information on allocations and contributions as required in paragraph 4 (a) (b) and (c) of the Presidential Statement 18/2. 
· However concerning the allocation of funding for Special Procedures expressed in paragraph 4 (d) of the same statement, there are only two pages in the report. We will be  pleased to have more detailed information as regards the allocations of the regular budget and unearmarked voluntary contributions, according to special procedures.
· Turkey will continue to cooperate with the Office and contribute to its efforts to meet the challenges that lie ahead.
