p. 5, para. 12

With reference to separate juvenile justice system, suggestion to underline this point calling for the separate dimension for all the questions concerning children and avoiding any double approach – as recorded in many national frameworks of Developed Countries.

p. 6

Respect for the dignity of the child requires that all forms of violence in the treatment of children in conflict with the law must be prohibited and prevented. 

The term 'prevention' is used in a different meaning under this point, in respect to other references introduced in the draft GC. Please go in detail on this issue.

A. Prevention of child offending

Suggestion for an insertion in this section regarding the relevance on education on human rights as a preventive tool addressed to children as potential/factual offenders.

p. 8, para. 24

The kind and penal relevance of the offence is a significant turning point. Please detail.

p. 8, para. 27 – third point
Suggestion for a specific reference under this point over the need for a basic and comprehensive legislative harmonization, included the option for national penal exceptions whenever appropriate.

p. 13

Legal or other appropriate assistance (art. 40 (2) (b) (ii)) 

The meaning of 'or other' needs to be completed by inserting in the paragraph a reference to complementary legal & (medical, psychological, social, etc.) assistance.
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
