As the right to peace is defined as interrelated and interdependent, Zonta International would like to underline the linkage between this constructive right and gender equality mentioning Article 2 of the paragraph dedicated to Human security.

It is affirmed  “All individuals have the right to live in peace so that they can develop fully all their capacities, physical, intellectual, moral and spiritual, without being the target of any kind of violence”.

In this sense not only a gender perspective is supposed to be incorporated into peacekeeping operations, but the concept of peace itself is interdependent to gender equality. 

The woman’s condition, nowadays, is still lacking peace and security. 

Zonta International’s commitment is to advantage the status of women in every societies, in particular, this includes to promote justice and universal respect for human rights and fundamental freedoms and to improve the legal, political, economic, educational, health and professional status of women.

Our Commitment is peculiarly related to the implementation of a concept of peace which ensures the development of capacities, capabilities and aspirations of women, without being surrounding by a hostile environment.

The right to peace is the right of women to be considered as human beings, is the right to be educated, is the right to express our opinions, is the right to be. 

Our Organization is dedicated to carry out this right as a whole.
