I have devoted my career to promoting human rights through the study of social practices, cultural diversity, discrimination and the phenomenon of the construction of otherness with the aim of identifying ways to analyzing and preventing genocide. I  hold a degree in Sociology by University of Buenos Aires (UBA), as well as a Phd in social sciences by UBA aswell. Since the last 20 years I have been involved in the human rights field. I am a well-known researcher that provide with technical support to the accusations within the framework of the crimes against humanity trials in argentina and abroad (Colombia and Bangladesh for instance). Furthermore, I am an active member of national and international civil society organizations that struggle for truth, justice and the prevention of grave crimes. I authored several publications, as well as served as a lecturer, professor, Program Director at academic institutions and national bodys and consultant to UN projects. On a regular basis I am invited to take part in national and international symposiums, conferences and seminars as speaker and key note speaker on issues regarding human rights, justice and the prevention of mass atrocity crimes. I am proficient in Spanish and English.

My familiarity with international human rights instruments and principles stemmed initially from academic research.  I taught classes, study and wrote about discrimination, identities, memory, justice, genocide and international human rights framework as a university professor and researcher since 2001.  In my carreer, human rights instruments have become tools of everyday work, in advising governments and human rights organizations (Argentina, Bangladesh, Chile, Colombia), Permanent Peoples' Tribunal (Myanmar 2017, Mexico 2014 and Sri Lanka 2013 & 2010), international organizations (Awschwitz institute for Peace and Reconciliation 2013, International Association of Genocide Scholars 2007-2017) on regards genocide as social practice and acheiving truth and justice as a requirement of guaranteeing the non recurrence of mass atrocity crimes. Even more, knowledge of international human rights instruments, norms and of institutional mandates related to the UN have been a substantial source for the task undertaken when consulting and co-writing the Argentine National Plan against Discrimination and Argentina National Plan on Human Rights (UNDP - Human Rights Secretariat of the Nation), 2007-2008; and the Argentine National Plan against Discrimination (UNDP- Ministry of foreign affairs-  Human Rights Secretariat of the Nation), 2004.

If more than three, kindly summarize (200 words): I have been President of the International Association of Genocide Scholars, term 2013-2015. In such a position I have delivered a lot of pronouncements regarding the need of Truth, Justice, Memory and the guarantee of non-recurrence in the different sessions of the IAGS. Moreover, my work has been used widely in different trial processes in Argentina, Chile and Colombia. I have exchanged also with the some Judges at the Mixed Tribunal in Cambodia regarding the importance of justice and the qualifications and I have worked closely also with the Bangladeshi Prosecutors as I did with the Argentine ones.

I am willing and able to perform all duties related to the position I am applying for.  I have the availability and readiness to fulfil the requirements of this mandate related to travelling, participating in the HRC and the GA, studying and drafting reports and have proven skills to engaging stakeholders at a professional level. I am fully aware there is no financial compensation.
III. Motivation Letter (600 word limit, must be included below and not in a separate e-mail or as an attachment)
I grew up under Argentina’s last military dictatorship, which lasted from 1976 to 1983, and I was a eighteen years old when the first attempt was made to bring those responsible for State Crimes to trial.  During the last years of the dictatorship I developed a commitment to human rights as a student militant and I have devoted my entire academic career to assisting survivors of genocidal violence in Argentina and the families of the victims. In particular I have helped the Civil Parties to find and corroborate evidence of human rights violations committed in clandestine detention centres, where painstaking research is required to determine the facts since the repressive system was designed precisely to prevent access to truth and justice.  

I have also participated in the Permanent People's Tribunal and the International Association of Genocide Scholars as well as UNDP projects. In these different roles I have broadened the knowledge beyond Argentina through extensive first hand contact with actors from other genocidal processes such as those in Bangladesh, Cambodia, Colombia or Chile.

In the quarter of a century I have spent working in the field of genocide studies and human rights abuses I have repeatedly observed how truth, justice, reparation and guarantees of non-recurrence - the different elements of the mandate of Special Rapporteur for which I am applying - are all linked to the issue of responsibility. The international community has an important role to play in helping societies that have suffered massive state crimes to recover from and come to terms with the inevitable consequences of state terror. But it is impossible to deal with these traumatic experiences successfully (and therefore guarantee they will not be repeated) unless the perpetrators are required to accept responsibility (both through justice and reparation policies). In turn, justice and reparation are necessary conditions for discovering truth and uncovering the innumerable ways in which trauma affects the actions of all those who have lived through massive and systematic state violence.

While each society has its own way of dealing with the past, its own culture, distinctive forms of justice, conflicts with exclusive features of their own, our human capacity to take responsibility (in whatever way) for the consequences of our actions lies at the heart of any possible transformation. Some form of justice and reparation as expressions of responsibility are needed to ensure that history will not be repeated and to provide a strong enough incentive to disclose the truth. Truth cannot be understood without responsibility and we must learn, both individually and socially, that our actions have consequences. This is a prerequisite for establishing any social bond: it is the foundation of all human sociability.

I see this Special Rapporteur role as a unique opportunity to facilitate the assuming of responsibilities. My task in this role would be to assess each particular instance of state crimes within its specific historical context and to create an open dialogue between the different actors so that, by assuming responsibility, they can rebuild their societies.

The reduction in violence in countries that have managed to assume responsibility for their past actions contrasts markedly with an increase in violence in those that have not. This fact alone suggests that the importance of the Rapporteur’s mandate for helping to mend social bonds in those societies where they have been broken.
