Vasilii Nemechkin graduated from the Ogarev Mordovia State University, Law faculty (2005) and has undertaken postgraduate courses (2005-2008). Vasilii Nemechkin is PhD in Law, Assistant Professor. Since 2008 he has been teaching at the Law Faculty of Ogarev Mordovia State University. Academic discipline taught by V.Nemechkin at the university is "Protection of human rights and freedoms in the Russian Federation". He is an author of numerous publications with a focus on the rights of minorities and indigenous peoples.

He has extensive professional experience in civil society and practical human rights advocacy which includes twelve years in a regional NGO “Youth Civic Movement of Mordovian People”, and six years in the International Youth Association of Finno-Ugric Peoples, including four years as Vice-president, two years as President. 

Vasilii Nemechkin has participated in several research projects, including “Indigenous Peoples and Access to Information: examples of the Republic of Karelia and the Republic of Mordovia" (as a co-writer), "Finno-Ugric Peoples and Civic Diplomacy", "Indigenous Finno-Ugric Peoples and the Right to Health", "Legal Technologies of Work With Minors in the Republic of Mordovia", "Modernization of Clinical Legal Education" etc.

Vasilii Nemechkin is a native Russian speaker and is fluent in English.

. Nemechkin has a deep knowledge of international human rights instruments and mechanisms both from his own research and direct engagement with UN bodies, including Human Rights Council. He attended UN trainings, including OHCHR Indigenous Fellowship Programme (2012, Moscow, Geneva), WIPO’s and University’s of Geneva Summer School on Intellectual Property (2018, Geneva), UNITAR Training Programme to Enhance the Conflict Prevention and Peacemaking Capacities of Indigenous Peoples’ Representatives (2018, Geneva).

Mr. Nemechkin has actively engaged with UN Permanent Forum on Indigenous Issues (2011, 2012), Expert Mechanism on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples (2015, 2017, 2018), and Special Rapporteur on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples, through making statements and presenting conference room papers at sessions, moderating side events and providing recommendations and contributing to studies and expert seminars.

For example, Mr. Nemechkin co-organized a special event “Finno-Ugric Peoples of Eurasia: Together After Thousands of Years” in the UN Headquarters in New York (2012) and moderated a side-event «Employment and Entrepreneurship Opportunities Among Indigenous Communities: Challenges and Positive Practices» in Geneva (2017).

Mr. Nemechkin was elected member of the Commission on Culture, Spirituality and Interethnic Relations of the Civic Chamber of the Republic of Mordovia for the term 2010-2012.

Mr. Nemechkin is a well-known and accomplished lawyer, human rights activist and indigenous leader in Russia and across the region. He is skilled in diplomacy, public speaking, research and advocacy. In the Republic of Mordovia, he has served as a member of expert councils under the Ministry of Ethnic Policy (2011-2012) and Ministry of Education (since 2016). Several times V. Nemechkin served as delegate at Congresses of Mordovian people, and represented his people at World Congresses of Finno-Ugric Peoples (2004, 2008, 2012).  

V.Nemechkin has been invited to address high-level expert meetings, such as a seminar at the University of Oxford (2019, UK); Expert Seminar of EMRIP "Indigenous Peoples’ Rights in the Context of Borders, Migration and Displacement" (2018, Thailand); Indigenous delegates’ presentation of Indigenous issues to the European Union (2016, Brussels); Expert workshop to review the mandate of Expert Mechanism on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples (2015, Geneva). Several times Nemechkin has a been a grantee of the UN Voluntary Fund for Indigenous Peoples. He has also moderated events linked to the realization of human rights, including «Indigenous peoples: Sustainable Development and Health» (2016), «Realization of the rights of indigenous peoples at the municipal level» (2018).

Vasilii Nemechkin works at the Ogarev Mordovia State University, so it is possible to adjust the time. University administration welcomes and encourages the participation of teachers in expert activities and conferences. He can flexibly participate in all UN meetings required. Vasilii Nemechkin can adjust more than three months yearly to the work of a mandate. 

Vasilii Nemechkin has participated in EMRIP's annual sessions, Expert Seminars, sessions of the UN Permanent Forum on Indigenous Issues. He can flexibly participate in all UN meetings required. Also, he is ready to devote his time to researching and reporting.

III. Motivation Letter (600 word limit, must be included below and not in a separate email or as an attachment)
Declaration on the Right to Development, Vienna Declaration and Programme of Action and other documents recognize the right to development as a universal, inalienable right and integral part of every human right. I believe that ensuring of the right to development, as an integral part of the human rights system, is a matter of the international agenda and, of course, important for any state, people and individual. 

Issues of implementing the right to development are important to me from research and practical point of view. While participating in the advocacy work for the rights of indigenous peopels, I have realized that the implementation of the right to development is crucial in the modern world. This right should apply to all peoples, and no one should be left behind. In my view, protection of the right to development of the most vulnerable groups, including indigenous peopels, should be among priorities of the newly established Expert Mechanism. 

As an indigenous movement’s activist in Russia, I have attended sessions of the Human Rights Council and indigenous-specific mechanisms in New York and Geneva, and have actively contributed to their work speaking out from the floor and drafting papers and recommendations for UN studies. I have made myself familiar with Council’s resolutions, including those on the right to development, treaty bodies’, special procedures’ recommendations regarding the right to development.

My teaching, research and practical experience in decision-making bodies and NGO's of indigenous peoples influenced the decision to apply for membership in the Expert Mechanism on the Right to Development. After postgraduate course, I have been teaching the course "Protection of Human Rights and Freedoms in the Russian Federation" at the Ogarev Mordovia State University. My theoretical and practical experience was significantly influenced by an OHCHR Indigenous Fellowship Programme, as well as studies at the World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO) Summer School on Intellectual Property and UNITAR training, which helped to deepen the knowledge of the UN mechanisms in the field of protecting of the rights of indigenous peoples. 

 If selected, I would like to bring some perspectives and focus to the work of the new mandate, including: 

- deliberations on a legally binding instrument on the right to development;

- different components of development: access to basic resources, education, health, nutrition, housing, employment and an equitable distribution of income;

- right to development and vulnerable groups as indigenous peoples, African descent, LGBTI community and others;

- active consideration and promotion of the issues of achieving the Sustainable Development Goals.

I would also like to promote international standards on the right to development in the legislation of Eastern European States, and contribute to the body of international law using all instruments special procedures have. 

I am familiar with the work of the Human Rights Council and UN mechanisms in New York and Geneva. And I’m sure that I can be useful for the newly created mandate, given my legal and advocacy background and my indigenous origin.

Finally, I would also like to strengthen collaboration with other UN mechanisms, treaty bodies, officials of Eastern Europe States, national human rights institutions, academics and NGOs. Another important issue is capacity building of activists in promoting the right to development to help them more effectively participate in the work of the UN and in promoting and achieving Sustainable Development Goals.
