1. QUALIFICATIONS (200 words)

Relevant educational qualifications or equivalent professional experience in the field of human rights; good communication skills (i.e. orally and in writing) in one of the six official languages of the United Nations (i.e. Arabic, Chinese, English, French, Russian, Spanish.)

I obtained a PhD in international law, defending a thesis on equality and non-discrimination, with special attention to racial discrimination, supervised by Prof. Paul Lemmens, judge of the ECtHR. My thesis dealt extensively with State positive obligations such as affirmative actions, protection against hate speech, the theory of capabilities, povery and human rights, racial gender discrimination, and the relevant intersecting forms. My thesis also dealt with the relations between civil and political rights and economic, social and cultural rights, as vividly discussed in the context of the implementation of the VDPA and the SDGs.
I acquired from my LL.M. degree a solid understanding of international human rights law international humanitarian law, foreign policy and conflict mediation. I wrote my dissertation on the evolution and reform of the UN treaty-body system.

I am fluent in English, Spanish and French. I have been working intensively in the human rights fields in English and Spanish, through the several positions I took along the course of my career, enabling me to participate in complex negotiations, to deliver formal oral statements, and to draft legal opinions, petitions, and training courses. I have taught in English and Spanish on human rights law and other academic areas.

I have been working continuously with the UN human rights system for the last 10 years, as government official, researcher, civil society staff and independent consultant. 

My work at the Brazilian Mission to the UN in Geneva has given me solid expertise on the functioning of the Human Rights Council, including its regular and special sessions, and negotiation of resolutions. I followed closely the sessions of the Intergovernmental Working Group on the Right to Development. I also worked directly with other UN organizations, such as the ILO, the WHO and the UNHCR. I dealt intensively with both UN Covenants and the core UN human rights treaties. I advised this Mission during its periodic reporting to the CEDAW (2012) and the UPR (2012).

At the Global Health Programme (Graduate Institute), I worked intensively with the WHO and the HRC. I structured a training course for diplomats and the WHO staff on global health diplomacy, South-South cooperation and negotiation of international health instruments.

Within the CELS/Conectas/Humanas, besides advocacy at the HRC sessions, I prepared their strategies to a dozen periodic reviews of the UN treaty-bodies and to specific processes, such as the negotiations of the Declaration on the Rights of Peasants and the Advisory Committee study on vulture funds. I worked extensively with the rapporteurship on extreme poverty through the relevant communications procedure. 
3. ESTABLISHED COMPETENCE (200 words)

In August 2019, I gave seven courses in Brazil to lawyers, indigenous leaders and academics on the UN treaty-bodies and special procedures.


As a consultant of CIMI and IDSN (since 2018), I advise indigenous and Dalit leaders in their advocacy at the HRC, EMRIP, Forum on Minorities and special procedures. I draft communications, inputs to thematic reports, and civil society reports to the treaty-bodies. I also advise them on long-term strategies, setting clear objectives and combining several UN mechanisms. I gained sensitivity and respect for minority and vulnerable groups, working discretely in order to enhance their voices and capacities at the UN fora.
I was exposed to a broad range of themes and UN mechanisms (2013-2017) as a representative of the CELS/Conectas/Humanas coalition, covering 12 consecutive HRC regular sessions. I also gave support to special procedures' country missions. I provided guidance on topics such as human rights defenders, right to development, drug policies, peasants' rights, business and human rights, and racial discrimination.

I gained diplomatic experience and strategy as an adviser to the Brazilian Mission to the UN in Geneva. I worked routinely with the UPR, provided legal support on negotiations, e.g. the Durban Reivew process, and devised/coordinated a training course on the UN human rights standards for Brazilian professionals and researchers.

I currently work as an independent consultant/adviser and have flexible working periods. Moreover, the organizations I currently advise have agreed to allow me free time necessary to conduct successfully the functions of this mandate, such as the official sessions, other meetings relating to the mandate, and activities aimed at promoting the right to development. I undertake not to take other additional activities that would compromise the quality of my work as a member of the Expert Mechanism on the Right to Development.

Along the last 17 years, I have dedicated my professional and academic career to international human rights, focusing on equality, social justice and development. Already during my undergraduate studies, I gave preference to the public sector, through environmental, social security and criminal law, complemented by apprenticeships in settings involving social risks. I soon realized that the several causes of suffering by the most marginalized - such as poverty, torture, illiteracy, lack of political participation and environmental degradation - were disturbingly correlated. This is why I am firmly attached to the principles of universality, indivisibility, interdependence, and interrelatedness of all human rights. In concrete cases I dealt with, it proved difficult to dissociate violations of civil and political rights from  violations of social, economic and cultural rights, especially in the case of the most deprived victims. 


With rising global crises, such as food insecurity affecting 2 billion people and extreme poverty affecting over 700 million, shrinking of civic space and silencing of minorities, climate change,  land conflicts, unprecedented migration flows, gender and race discrimination, acute inequalities, all added to the structural obstacles facing the most vulnerable sectors in achieving basic dignity standards, it is clear that there is a still long way to deliver the right to “participate in, contribute to, and enjoy economic, social, cultural and political development, in which all human rights and fundamental freedoms can be fully realized”, set forth in Article 1 of the Declaration on the Right to Development. Although the MDGs had noticeable areas of success, the ambitious set of goals, targets and indicators comprising the Agenda 2030 require increased efforts, coordination and dialogue on the part of governments, civil society, business community, human rights defenders, and other stakeholders. 

Therefore, in order to further advance on the right to development, a main role of a member of this Expert Mechanism is to provide independent expertise on the implementation of the right to development by working constructively with several stakeholders, enabling an environment of dialogue and of exchange of best State practices, initiatives and approaches. This requires not only a solid understanding of the several human rights standards and of the functioning of the several UN mechanisms, but also a sensitivity and respect for the rights holders, in an inclusive and participatory manner, particularly regarding those who remain voiceless in the main political decisions and on matters that directly affect them.
 

I am an international jurist and researcher dedicated to advancing international standards, through evidence-based research and national and regional perspectives, supported by the experience of the academic community, practitioners, victims, and survivors. I favor consensus-building and the respect for different views on a given matter. I have forged a network of trusted alliances, including State delegates, OHCHR staff, UN specialized agencies, regional organizations, global and regional NGOs. This network allows me to have a fluid dialogue with a broad range of key interlocutors, based on integrity and professionalism. I am also mandate-oriented, capable to explore the best course of action within the terms of HRC Resolution 42/23. I undertake to carry out the functions of the mandate through the highest ethical standards, particularly under the terms of HRC Resolutions 5/1 and 5/2.


Although these crises persist, solutions can be found through human rights to address the relevant root causes. I am committed to give my contribution in identifying, analyzing and sharing these solutions. Having worked with the UN human rights system for over a decade, I am prepared to apply the best of my practical and academic capacities to the service of the Human Rights Council, through the Expert Mechanism on the Right to Development.
