1. QUALIFICATIONS (200 words)

Relevant educational qualifications or equivalent professional experience in the field of human rights; good communication skills (i.e. orally and in writing) in one of the six official languages of the United Nations (i.e. Arabic, Chinese, English, French, Russian, Spanish.)

As a barrister and Queens Counsel and then as a Justice of the Supreme Court of Victoria (including as President of the Victorian Civil and Administrative Tribunal and the Forensic Leave Panel), and holding both general legal and specialist human rights university degrees, I have long-standing qualifications in the field of human rights at the highest level and oral and written communicaton skills of the highest order in English.  

In my work as a barrister/Queens Counsel, I regularly presented cases in the superior courts of Australia in the fields of international law, human rights law and native title/Indigenous rights, many of which were concerned with older persons.  Many of these cases were test cases on these subjects that established important precedents.  

In my work as a Justice of the Supreme Court of Victoria for nearly 15 years, I have written very many judgments in the field of human rights, including older persons, which have been regarded as landmark and foundational judgments.  My judgments are regularly cited as precedents in human rights cases in Victoria, elsewhere in Australia and sometimes in overseas jurisdictions, for example, New Zealand, and are regularly discussed in the academic literature in the field of human rights, especially in Australia but also internationally.

Through both my academic qualifications and my work as a barrister and a judge, I have acquired a deep knowledge of international human rights instruments and the international framework for realising these rights, including the work of the treaty bodies and the special procedures.  

In submissions to Australian courts as a barrister/Queens Counsel, and more importantly as a justice of the Supreme Court of Victoria, I have regularly cited and analysed the judgments and communications of international human rights courts and treaty bodies on the normative content and the application of international human rights.  My judgments in the Supreme Court of Victoria are important sources of law in that State and elsewhere on the meaning and application of international human rights in the domestic Australian context and are regularly referred to by official government agencies and NGOs.  

I have visited the United Nations in both Geneva and New York and made a close study of leading texts in relation to human rights.  My years of experience of working in the field of human rights number over 40, including seven in NGOs, 20 as a barrister/Queens Counsel and nearly 15 as a Justice of the Supreme Court of Victoria.  

As an elected councillor in a large local government body for five years, I was responsible for implementing human rights at that level, especially the delivery of human services to older persons.

I have aquired my recognized competence in relation to human rights by a combination of academic qualifications and intensive work in this field for over 40 years, as explained above.  

As an NGO activist, I relied upon international instruments to defend and promote human rights. 

As a barrister/Queens Counsel, I cited and analysed international human rights in submissions to courts and tribunals.

Most importantly, my many judgments on human rights as a Justice of the Supreme Court of Victoria are recognized for their competence and standing in the judgments of other judges in that and other courts, in the academic literature and in official government (including parliamentary) publications. My judgments are treated as standard references in cases involving human rights in Victoria, both on the government side and the civil society side.

My competence is internationally recognized in academic literature on international human rights.

My competence in human rights was recognised under Australia’s official system of honours in 2017 when I was awarded the honour of Member of the Order of Australia for ‘significant service to the law and to the judiciary, to native title and human rights, and to the community’.

to perform effectively the functions of the mandate and to respond to its requirements, including participating in Human Rights Council (HRC) sessions in Geneva and General Assembly sessions in New York, travelling on special procedures visits, drafting reports and engaging with a variety of stakeholders. In early March 2020 I will be resigning from my position as a justice of the Supreme Court of Victoria on full pension after 15 years of service.  I have very well-equipped office and library facilities at my place of residence in Melbourne, Australia, as well as access to chambers facilities in the Melbourne CBD, for the purposes of the mandate and good links with universities in Melbourne and the United Kingdom.  I have a secondary residence in Pommard, Burgundy, France, where my wife and I spend a lot of time, which is not far from Geneva (among other centres) and has equally well-equipped office facilities.  I intend to devote myself body and soul to the mandate (if appointed) and can and will dedicate much more than three months per year to its work.
III. Motivation Letter

The comprehensive report (2016) of the current holder of this mandate established that a systematic human rights protection gap exists in international and regional policies and instruments in relation to older persons.  That has been my experience as an NGO activist, a barrister/Queens Counsel and judge for over 40 years.  While I have not focussed exclusively upon older persons, as a category, in each of those stages of my working life I have had cause to defend and promote their human rights on countless occassions. I am motivated to apply for this mandate because, with the Open-ended Working Group and other relevant UN entities, I want to help create a better system for human rights protection of older people than the one which now exists.
When establishing and working in the Tenants Union Legal Service and community legal centres in the late 1970s – 1980s, older persons represented a large proportion of the population at risk.  Their needs were characterised more in terms of welfare than rights, which provided some but not a sufficient basis for action, legal and otherwise. With others, I successfully campaigned for tenancy law reform, which gave a measure of actual rights protection.  As a local government councillor overseeing the delivery of human services to the elderly, I could directly addresss their rights and needs, but to a necessarily limited extent.  There was much more to be done, as elsewhere in the world.

As a barrister/Queens Counsel from 1985 – 2005, I represented older persons in a variety of legal contexts, including in housing, welfare, guardianship, criminal and native title cases in Victorian State and Australian national jurisdicitons.  By that time, the IBR was in force and there was a stronger international foundation, although not as strong a domestic foundation, for realizing human rights.  It was possible to promote and defend the interests of older persons by reference to those rights, but not fully.  Again, there was much more to be done, as elsewhere in the world.

It is as a Justice of the Supreme Court of Victoria from 2005, including as president of the Victorian Civil and Adminstrative Tribunal, that I have focussed upon the normative detail of the human rights of older persons.  As president of VCAT, I was responsible for the operation of the guardianship system, which applies mostly to vulnerable older people in various forms of home and institutional care.  Framework judgments of mine, especially Kracke (2009), help to ensure that, under the Victorian Charter of Human  Rights, this system is human rights respecting.  More than that, some of my highly precedential human rights judgments have concerned the human rights of older persons, eg:

Patrick's Case: upholding the right to home and housing of an older person with mental disability who was an inpatient in psychiatric detention

Matsoukatidou: upholding the equality and access to justice rights of a migrant older person who appeared as a self-represented party in a legal proceeeding

PBU and NJE:  upholding the equality and autonomy rights of an older person with mental disability who was being subjected to electro-convulsive therapy without his consent.

In these cases, much more effective human rights protection was made possible because Victoria had a legislative Charter of human rights.  Even so, it has not reached its full potential, not all rights are protected (the ESC rights are not) and much more remains to be done, as elsewhere in the world. 

I thus have a strong conviction that, in terms of normative content and practical application, international, regional and domestic human rights law must better protect elderly people, which is all the more urgent when the world's population is aging.  I believe that I have the wide experience, human rights expertise and leadership skills to contribute to achieving this important task through this mandate, particularly in the next stage of the UN's engagment with this subject.
