I have got my law degree at University of Buenos Aires. Later, I have obtained a master degree in Critical Theory of Law and Democracy. Multiculturalism and Human Rights at the International University of Andalucía.  My professional career was focused in the defense of human rights, mainly economic social rights. For the last 20 years, I worked as attorney and researcher in the Center on Legal and Social Studies (CELS) the most prominent human rights organization in Argentina between 2001 and 2004. Later, I was appointed as Researcher officer (2004-2005), legal Officer (2006), Coordinator (2007-2009) and Director (2009-2010) in the Centre on Housing Rights and Eviction (COHRE). Lastly in 2010, I was designated as Clerk, Public Defender ad-hoc and responsible of Social Rights Area (2010), Coordinator of the Economic, Social and Cultural Rights Programme (2016) and Cultural Diversity Programme (2016) in Office of Public General Defender of the Nation in Argentina. For this 20 years, I carried out litigations, advocacy, fact-finding missions, researches, and published books and articles (more than 20) on the housing and land rights and the right to the city about Argentina, Brazil, Ecuador, Guatemala, Honduras, Mexico, Perú and Uruguay. I am currently Associate Professor of “Philosophy of Social Rights” (UBA) and Professor in the Master of Urban Studies (UNGS).

I have an accurate knowledge of international human rights instruments, their norms and principles. Since 2001 I worked in three entities involved with the international human rights system: Centro de Estudios Legales y Sociales (CELS) of Argentina 2001-2004, Centre on Housing Rights & Eviction (COHRE) Switzerland 2004-2010, Defensoría General de la Nación (DGN) (Public Defensor General Office of Argentina) 2010-2019.  In this entities, for the last 18 years I have been participating in the elaboration of shadow reports to the various United Nations Committee, I collaborated with the UN Special Rapporteur on Housing a) Mr. Miloon Khotari in the meeting of Beirut (October 2003), I accompanied the missions of in Brazil (2004), and b) Mrs. Raquel Rolnik, I collaborated with the Spanish version of the Guide of Eviction based on Development Projects (https://raquelrolnik.files.wordpress.com/2011/01/guia_desalojos_espanhol_rev2011.pdf) (2010) and in the Mission on Argentina of Mrs. Raquel Rolnik (April 2011), and I submitted more than 10 reports to different countries of Latin America, both the rapporteurs, the ESCR Committee and the UPR of several Latin Americas countries. I was also a professor of Public International Law during 2011-2012 at the University of the Mothers of Plaza de Mayo.

In my current job I have stability, I receive an adequate salary and I have the right to a labor permit regime to make the necessary trips and dedicate to the mandate activities. The institution confirm that they will support the mandate so that it will enable the use of the necessary time for the fulfillment of the required functions. An example of this compatibility is that a member of UN Working Group on Enforced or Involuntary Disappearances works in the same institution as me, and has received its full support.  
III. Motivation Letter

In my extensive experience in the field of the right to housing, I have made valuable contributions especially in relation to the regularization of informal settlements, evictions, urban policies and women's rights. In my trajectory, I have demonstrated commitment and involvement in the right to housing in urban and rural areas, from an Intersectional perspective, addressing poverty, cultural diversity (indigenous people and afro descendants rights) and gender approach. I wold like to highlight my theoretical contributions to the formulation of the right to the city and urban conflicts prevention, spatial justice, as well as the knowledge and experience in the use of the international mechanisms of the human rights system, which will all serve me well in exercising the proposed new role. Also, I have proved capacity to connect grassroots communities, social activism, academia, public policy and management; as well as to strengthen and build bridges between different groups and generate shared knowledge and practices. 

In the academic field, as a Professor of Philosophy of Law at the Faculty of Law of the University of Buenos Aires, I teach a course on social rights and I carry out research on housing right and right to the city. Besides, I teach a course on titled Urban and Environmental Rights in the Master on Urban Studies of the National University of General Sarmiento.  

In my current position as Coordinator of the Economic Social and Cultural Rights Programs of the National Defender's Office of Argentina, I promote cases on strategic litigation on housing rights, right to the city, access to public services, socio-spatial discrimination and collective entitlement of indigenous territories. In this role, I have contributed in numerous reports to the Special Rapporteurs and Committees of the United Nations, as well as accompanied the Mission of the Special Rapporteur on Housing Mrs. Raquel Rolnik in Argentina (2011).

Regarding my main achievements, I would like to emphasize that in the NGO CELS I was responsible for a leading case on housing rights: “Villa la Dulce” (Buenos Aires), in which it was ensured the implementation of a housing plan in the benefit of 91 formerly evicted families. Later, in the COHRE Americas Program, an international NGO specialized in housing rights, I developed intense activism in Latin America, establishing new alliances with the Habitat International Coalition (HIC), the International Alliance of Inhabitants (AIH) and the platform for the Rights to the City. I conduced several fact-finding Missions (Argentina 2004, Brazil Afro descendants 2005, Megaprojects and territorial conflicts in Honduras, Guatemala and Mexico 2006). I also coordinated an investigation on the legal framework on forced evictions in four countries (Argentina, Brazil, Colombia and Peru) and participated in advocacy activities to incorporate the right to the city in the Constitution of Ecuador (2008). In addition, I have worked on other issues related to the right to housing, such as the right to restitution of housing and property for the displaced population in Colombia and displacement due to environmental reasons in Argentina.

In the last 20 years, I have participated in more than 20 reports and consultations both in the Inter-American and international human rights systems, in particular through collaboration with the Housing Rapporteur, the ESCR Committee and the UPR.

In the eventual position as Special Rapporteur, I would intend to develop an agenda on the right to the city with a focus on socio-spatial segregation, the relationship between housing and care policies (children, older adults and people with disabilities), rents affordables, and  the right to housing in relation to environmental agenda, especially the relationship between the city and climate change.
