1. QUALIFICATIONS (200 words)

Relevant educational qualifications or equivalent professional experience in the field of human rights; good communication skills (i.e. orally and in writing) in one of the six official languages of the United Nations (i.e. Arabic, Chinese, English, French, Russian, Spanish.)

Having studied law in Latin American, European and American universities, I earned J.D., LL.M., Ph.D. and postdoctoral degrees in law with a strong emphasis on human rights and economics. For more than 20 years I have been participating in and coordinating research projects in the field of human rights and economy. I am concluding the six years of the mandate as UN Independent Expert on Debt and Human Rights. During these years I have conducted a dozen of official missions, submitted 12 thematic reports to the HRC and the GA, participated in discussions in numerous global and national fora, and interacted with a range of stakeholders. I have always had a constructive approach as it has proven to help build trust and consensus with State and non-State actors to tackle issues related to poverty, inequality and human rights. My previous experience at UNCTAD gave me the opportunity to combine academic and political work on finance, SDGs and development. At UNCTAD I participated in the negotiation with States and other stakeholders to build international consensus around UN instruments. I worked for UN-ECLAC on topics related to water, public utilities and human rights, and for the Argentinean state on foreign investments, international arbitration and human rights. I was also Human Rights law Professor in Argentina. I have carried out my professional and academic activities in English and Spanish.

The Special Procedure mandate on debt and human rights has given me a great opportunity to engage with a wide range of local, national, regional and international human rights protection mechanisms. I have interacted with the HRC, its member states, Special Procedures, Treaty Bodies, General Assembly, OHCHR, IACHR, G20, G77, national courts, NHRI, civil society organizations, unions, among others. Conducting official missions in all regions has also given me the opportunity to work with national actors. Through consultations and field visits, I also learned from directly interacting with human rights defenders and groups in vulnerable situation in dozens of countries. I have worked for UNCTAD (2010-2014) coordinating the expert group working on issues related to debt and development. I worked for a law firm (1993-1999) litigating class actions representing citizens' collective rights in the area of public utilities.  I was managing director of the Argentinean water supply company, in which the human right to water was the regulatory pillar (2006).  I worked as a legal consultant for UN-ECLAC where I performed research on human rights, investment, and water (2009/10). I was law professor of international and human rights Law (Argentina) (2008-2010).

As my academic and professional background has focused on poverty, inequality, human rights, gender, and economics from multiple perspectives, I believe I am well-suited to contribute to the multi-disciplinary and complex matters that the mandate on extreme poverty deals with. During the last 20 years I have worked on issues related to poverty, economic inequality and human rights from different perspectives and with a wide range of stakeholders. 

Working for years –as explained in the previous answer- for States, the private sector and UN agencies has given me the opportunity to engage with national, regional and international human rights mechanisms, but it has been during the mandate as Independent Expert on debt and human rights when I more intensively learned on how tackle challenges posed by poverty and economic inequality from a human rights perspective and also on how to build consensus and work with a constructive approach with all actors to deal with problems that required agreed approaches such as those related to poverty alleviation. I was member (2017) of the Coordination Committee of Special Procedures which gave me an in-depth opportunity to understand the complexities and challenges that the SP system faces.

These include presentations in African, Asian, European and Latin American universities, UN agencies, General Assembly and Human Rights Council, and events organized by National Human Rights Institutions, States, national and international NGOs and unions.

I have full flexibility, readiness and availability to respond to the requirements of the mandate. I know how demanding a Special Procedure mandate can be (I almost spent 6 years already as Independent Expert on Debt and Human Rights) and I am ready to continue making efforts to fulfil the obligations with professionalism and commitment. 
III. Motivation Letter

Extreme poverty is, both as a cause and as a consequence of human rights violations, deeply rooted in how the economic and financial system works. As international human rights law can (and should) contribute to understanding and transforming global political economy, this mandate is very relevant from every possible viewpoint. 

It is important to track down and unravel the economic, social and financial roots of poverty through a human rights lens. In this regard, elaborating reports to the Human Rights Council and the General Assembly can help the international community frame poverty and discuss and think of effective tools to advance its eradication. For example, by developing studies on climate change, pro-poor fiscality, privatization and financialization of health services, food markets, extractive industries, and their implications for poverty and human rights, among other dimensions. 

As I have done as UN Independent Expert on debt and human rights, I believe it is important to have a constructive approach based on facts and try to build consensus around agreed diagnoses and global policy reforms. This is why, for example, countries visits should not only help expose the gaps and make meaningful and specific recommendations, but also highlight good practices. I plan to continue having this proactive, independent and constructive approach. 

In several of my past jobs, I have dealt with issues related to human rights law, global economy and poverty. As a consultant on water and sanitation for the UN Economic Commission for Latin American and the Caribbean, and as UNCTAD official working on finance and development, I gained experience and knowledge regarding the functioning of the UN system on issues related to development and human rights. I believe this background has equipped me well to understand the multidimensional complexities that poverty eradication implies. 

The mandate on Extreme Poverty presents the professional challenge of interacting with a wide range of stakeholders. Throughout my professional career (more than 20 years, and in particular during the last 6 years as debt mandate holder in Special Procedures), I have worked extensively with most of the types of stakeholders involved in the extreme poverty  mandate, including national and subnational governments, financial actors, international financial institutions, UN agencies, regional institutions, G77, G20, G 24, unions, private sector, NGOs and scholars from all regions. These experiences have been enriching in terms of understanding how to effectively intervene and interact in international relations and human rights. 

I think that the combination of intensive professional experience as an international lawyer and UN official, a strong academic background specifically on human rights and economy, and my work in a related UN Special Procedures mandate could be of value for the extreme poverty mandate. This combination has equipped me with adequate technical tools for my work and a realistic vision for my work in the field of international relations. I am also experienced at working with a high degree of independence. I also want to add that, as I have done in the last 6 years, I plan to be fully devoted to the mandate. 

I am already familiar with extreme poverty mandate I am applying for. As Independent Expert I have participated in a number of joint initiatives with the current mandate holder and as a member of the Coordination  Committee in Special Procedure I learned a great deal on how this system works and the challenge it faces.
