Relevant educational qualifications or equivalent professional experience in the field of human rights; good communication skills (i.e. orally and in writing) in one of the six official languages of the United Nations (i.e. Arabic, Chinese, English, French, Russian, Spanish.)

I hold a degree in Law (1996) and in Political Science (1998) and I have a PH. D. in International Law from the University of Cordoba (cum laude, 2000). I also enlarged my formation with courses and stays in other institutions such as The Hague Academy of International Law, Geneva Graduate Institute of International Studies and Development Studies, etc. I am a  Full Tenured professor in Public International Law and International Relations at the University of Seville (part-time since 2008 and full time since 2016) with an extensive teaching and research experience, including human rights issues and the core content of general international law (law of treaties, responsibility of states, etc).

I have also spent 14 years working as an expert in international cooperation for development (2002 to 2016) in a Spanish public administration, after passing a competitive public examination. This enriching working experience has taught me very different international realities, to discover the situation of the human rights in several developing countries and to manage cooperation projects in those countries. 

On the other hand, my teaching and research experience has allowed me communicate fluently, orally and in writing, in English, French and Spanish (my mother tongue).

 I have a strong experience teaching Human Rights, a path that I started in 1998, participating from that date onwards in the most important Spanish postgraduate studies in the field.  Apart from that I have taken  part in several international seminars in universities from all over the world.

As a university professor, I have created several teaching materials in the field of Human Rights and I have guided many dissertations and final works of students in the aforementioned field. 

I have conducted a wide research in the field of Human Rights, addressing several critical areas (minority rights, people’s rights, etc) although the right to food is my main focus. I have also received numerous awards, including the prize on Human Rights research awarded by  the Catalonian Government, precisely for a research on the right to food.

However, my knowledge on human rights is not merely theoretical. I have taken part in multiple networks, development projects and international actions involving Human Rights issues, working since 2002 as an expert in development international cooperation in a public administration.

I possess an especially active concern on the right to food, being a perfect example the  membership of my organization in the chair on hunger and poverty studies in the 2005 -2013 period. As a member of this organization, we took  numerous actions for enforcing the right to food at the highest level.

I have participated in a wide range of projects and international activities devoted to the right to food and related issues, such as agrobiodiversity, climate change, principally through the chair of hunger and poverty studies 

This have enabled me to engage with key actors on the right to food, such as FAO and United Nations institutions, FIAN and other non-governmental organizations, academia, think-tanks and stakeholders as well as with various national public administrations from India, Brazil and several African and American countries.

My involvement in international activities continued through an active collaboration between the Spanish observatory on the right to food and our Latin-American counterparts. This is particularly the case of the recent global parliamentary summit against hunger and malnutrition (Madrid, 29-30 october 2018). We have also collaborated in the elaboration process of the United Nations Declaration on Peasants Rights and other people working in rural areas.

Furthermore, I have always paid close attention to the progress of the United Nations Human Rights Council. I am well aware of the limits, possibilities and the terms of reference of a special rapporteur. Finally, my working experience in development cooperation, has allowed me  to participate actively in many local initiatives regarding the promotion of different social, economic rights in a variety of scenario

I ensure my full compliance with all of the provisions of flexibility, readiness and availability required by the position of Special Rapporteur on the right to food. I take a full-time post of professor at Seville University, Spain, in Public International Law and International Relations. My teaching load is concentrated over a four-month period and the rest of the year, I will be available for research and any  other task. It is also sure that my university will provided me with all the availability  required by this post.
III. Motivation Letter

I am submitting my candidacy for the post of Special Rapporteur on the right to food with a fervent interest and highly motivated. It is my strong belief that this opportunity would be an incredible occasion to contribute significantly to the progressive development of the right to food, at the request of the United Nations Human Rights Council.

I have a strong background regarding the right to food, being since 2004 the core area of my research career. As my CV will demonstrate, I have produced many successful international and national publications on this issue, concretely, seven book chapters, five articles and the coordination of four books devoted specifically to this right from multiples perspectives, and including important topics, like the new challenges, the strengthening of its legal force, its relationship with trade, the speculation around it,the effect on climate change  or its application in Spain.

Apart from my specific research on the right to food, I have also researched in collateral issues, such as people's rights, rights of peasants, , international responsibility or the law of treaties, being quite relevant all of them  for the realization of the right to food.

I truly believe that there is a broad research space available in order to deepen this right, making it more efficient and effective. Climate change, the relation with the right to health, its links with national mechanisms of enforcement or its international codification, are just a few examples of potential areas of collaboration. 

Apart from my research experience, I have  carried out an intensive teaching activity  on human rights in several European, Latin-American and African universities, being  the right to food at the centre of my explanations. . Regarding my collaboration with African universities, I have establish several close and fruitful partnerships (University of Addis Ababa, Bamako,Niamey, Ouaga II, etc), covering projects, co-tutelle of Ph. D. dissertations, being the right to food at the core of the collaboration, etc.  All of this, has allow me to have a first-hand experience of the potential dissemination of the right to food. 

My  interest in the right to food is not merely theoretical, being actively engaged in its practical impact.  Accordingly, I have  participated in the creation of the Chair of Hunger and Poverty Studies, the first Chair in Europe devoted to food security, developing itself in an committed and active actor at the highest international level. The Chair has engaged with key actor in order to promote the right to food,   such as FAO and other United Nations agencies, the former special rapporteur Dr.De Schutter, FIAN and others NGOs, Fome Zero program, Indian activists, academia, governmental agents, etc.

This is exemplified by the Cordoba Declaration on the Right to Food and the Governance of the Global Food and Agricultural Systems, as well as other relevant declarations dedicated to the relationship between food security and climate change, agrobiodiversity and promising crops for the XXI century.

Currently, I collaborate with the Spanish observatory on the right to food, created in 2017 with the aim to promote this right through a fluent and continuous dialogue with policy-makers in a constructive and practical way. Our book about the Spanish implementation of the right to food was presented last year at the Spanish Parliament (Cortes Generales).

Additionally, the observatory has established regular contacts with its Latin-American and Caribbean counterparts, supporting and promoting their activities, like the recent Global Parliamentary Summit Against Hunger and Malnutrition (Madrid, October 2018). In the framework of this Parliamentary Summit, we observed the important progress made by the Parliamentary Front Against Hunger in Latin America and the Caribbean, highlighting the legislation approved and implemented in the region.

I truly believe that a permanent dialogue among all the actors involved (United Nations, governments, civil society organizations, academia, community base organizations, etc
