For 25 years as vice-president for Asia of the International Rehabilitation Council for Torture Victims (IRCT), she trained medical practitioners in the detection, management and rehabilitation of torture victims in East Timor, Nepal, India, Pakistan, Indonesia, Burma, Cambodia and Kosovo.  In East Timor, she managed a nationwide research project on the psychosocial effects of war trauma in coordination with the United Nations Transition Administration (UNTAET). Back in the Philippines, Dr. Lopez decided to implement the East Timor concept in the war-torn regions of Muslim Mindanao.  

She has profound knowledge of relevant conventions such as the CAT, OPCAT, CRPD and related general assempbly comments, the treaty body strengthening process and the Mandela Rules, the OPCAT Guidelines for NPMs. This comes from working in health and human rights for the last 40 years.  She drafted SPT's Safeguards to Exemptions to Informed Consent, the Guide to assessment of health care in places of detention, the Guidelines for NPMs in time of the COVID Pandemic. She acquired knowledge and experience not only though thru the 25 years of work with the IRCT in Denmark as council member and head of medical research but also from self study and participation in field trainings and 8 SPT field monitoring visits to New Zealand, Nauru, Cambodia, Kyrgystan, Sri Langka, Macedonia, Ukraine and the UK as a member of the UN SPT.

Her capacity for organizing, public speaking, writing and training competence  are demonstrated in the numerous events she lead for the IRCT and as a member of the WHO Gender Advisory Panel in Geneva, various publications and local and international conferences as resource person on violence against women, humar rights education for medical professionals and torture. She is a founding member of the WHO Sexual Violence Research Initiative, former director of the University of the Philippines Center for Gender and Women's studies. She received the Leo and Lisl Eitinger  Human Rights award from the University of Oslo in 1991 for her work in the prevention of torture and rehabilitation of torture survivors. She was nominated to the Nobel Peace Prize as one of 1000 Peace Women in the World. Locally she is the recipient of the Outstanding Women in the Nations Service and Outstanding Psychiatrist in the Community. The University of the Philippines recognized her as one of the Most Oustanding Alumni in 2010. Dr. June Lopez has mobilized the academe, government and international institutions and NGOs tfor research and organization of traumatized sectors in conflict areas. She actively served as a consultant and resource person for the National Commission on Culture and Arts for their post Haiyan interventions in areas affected by the calamity.

She has testified for human rights abuse victims in the Philippines and in other countries and called for a stop to torture and ill treatment of persons deprived of their liberty. In the medical profession, she is at the forefront of psychosocial trauma education and management.  As the Convenor for the Citizens’ Network for Psychosocial Response, a network of NGOs and volunteers responding to health emergencies and calamities she has spoken to both private and government sectors to advocate for stronger policies on mental health and psychosocial support in disaster response.

It particularly provides psychosocial services and advocacy support to persons deprived of liberty due to political circumstances,  survivors of torture and other forms of organized political violence. This includes political prisoners and individuals and communities displaced by wars and armed conflicts. It also provides services to survivors of  massacres and extra-judicial killings and their families.        Balay has known Dr. Lopez for 3 decades as an avid human rights defender with her various projects involving human rights victims and communities affected by armed conflict and most lately for persons deprived of their liberty. Dr. Lopez has partnered in various endeavors of our organization from training to advocacy for relevant human rights related legislations. We were one of the many NGOs who confidently nominated Dr. Lopez to the UNSPT. We remain proud of her dedication, integrity and sincerity as a person and professional in this field of endeavor.
III. Motivation Letter

I was introduced to human rights work as a student activist before and during the Martial Law era,  a first year medical student when Martial law was declared requiring me to go underground for six months for fear of arbitrary arrest or even extrajudicial assasination by the Marcos regime. My sister, an officer of the University Student Council then was arrested and tortured after a year in hiding. Eventually, I was taken under the custody of our medical college dean and allowed to return to school. After graduating from medical school in 1976 and having finished my residency in psychiatry in 1979, I helped establish the Medical Action Group (MAG), a non-government, cause-oriented organization that provided legal  medical and psychosocial support to victims of human rights  abuses of the Marcos regime.  My work with torture victims resulted in the establishment of the Philippine Action Against Torture.  As a young medical faculty,  I worked for the implementation of a Human Rights Course for Medical Students, the only one of its kind to be mainstreamed into an undergraduate medical curriculum in the country. 
To me, human rights work is not a career but a lifetime vocation which has very much shaped my persona as well as my medical career. As a psychiatrist my trajectory into trauma psychology was influenced by my exposure to various forms of human rights abuse and assistance to survivors. Involvement in the non-medical aspects of human rights advocacy demonstrate my integrative and holistic approach to human rights.  Backed by my vast experience in public health and mental welless I bring with me the well rounded experience of 8 very active years in the UNSPT and 40 years of teaching, drafting legislation, public speaking and policy formulation into this role as a Special Rapporteur for the Right of Everyone to the Enjoyment of the Highest Attainable Standard of Physical and Mental health should I be appointed as one.
