1. QUALIFICATIONS (200 words)

Relevant educational qualifications or equivalent professional experience in the field of human rights; good communication skills (i.e. orally and in writing) in one of the six official languages of the United Nations (i.e. Arabic, Chinese, English, French, Russian, Spanish.)

Since obtaining my Master's Degree in International Public Policy from the Johns Hopkins University SAIS, I have been a human rights advocate, researcher, investigator, and writer. From 1997-2003, I worked for non-governmental organizations, such as Human Rights Watch in Washington, DC. In 2003, I joined academia for two years where, in the aftermath of the attacks of September 11, 2001, I tackled issues pertaining to foreign and security policy from a human rights perspective. In 2006, I joined the Office of the UN High Commissioner for Human Rights as speechwriter (P-5) for two HCs: Louise Arbour and Navi Pillay. In 2011, I asked for and obtained becoming chief investigator for the UN Commission of Inquiry on the Syrian Arab Republic where I served for six months. Upon my return to Italy in 2013, I joined BeFree, a Rome-based prominent NGO whose mandate is countering human trafficking and violence against women. BeFree runs a shelter for survivors of human trafficking, a help desk for irregular migrants at an administrative detention facility in Rome. It is part of the anti-trafficking regional network, and a grantee of the UN Trust Fund on Slavery. I am fluent (bilingual) in English and have a working knowledge of French.

As an advocate for Human Rights Watch and, even more so, as a speechwriter at the Office of the UN High Commissioner for Human Rights, I needed to be knowledgeable with the whole range of human rights instruments (Conventions and emerging norms and issues). This knowledge was reflected in my drafting of hundreds of speeches, lectures, and opinion editorials for the High Commissioners and, occasionally, for the Secretary-general  which often required lengthy research on my part and my interaction with top experts in their respective fields, including UN special rapporteurs, members of working groups and commissions of inquiry,  and representatives from other UN bodies and agencies. Knowledge and tact helped me make these interactions successful, productive and persuasive in their results. As the Director of International Projects of BeFree, I am consulted on a regular basis by experts of the Council of Europe (GRETA, GREVIO, and the Commissioner for Human Rights), and the European Union on themes ranging from trafficking of human beings to violence against women. In addition to the UN, these are the regional bodies to whom I was requested to provide reports and expertise, as well as addresses as a speaker.  My overall experience in the field of human rights spans 23 years. 
3. ESTABLISHED COMPETENCE (200 words)

At any level (national, regional, and international) the means through which I acquire my competence are research and study, application in the field, and direct knowledge of victims of human rights violations, as well as governmental and non-governmental actors and organizations, jointly with the examination of existing and potential legislation and remedies. My advocacy has been exclusively research-based and victim-oriented and often aimed at closing gaps in norms and measures in their implementation and enforcement.  I have pursued it in my own capacity, as a representative of non-governmental and inter-governmental organizations, as well as a member of international, regional and national campaigns. I was a co-founder of the International Action Network on Small Arms and #befreefromviolence, and was  an active participant in campaigns, such as on the ICC, child soldiers,  “blood” diamonds, LaciateCIEntrare and the CEDAW platform Lavori in Corsa. The latter are two national campaigns on trafficking in human beings and violence against women, respectively.

As a scholar, I wrote articles for journals, such as the Naval War College and SAIS Reviews, and chapters in books published by the University of Michigan Press, Rowman & Littlefield, and Bonn International Center for Conversion Studies. As a speechwriter for OHCHR, I have written dozens of opinion pieces published by numerous newspapers around the world, including The Los Angeles Times, The New York Times, Le Monde, El Pais (Madrid), The Straits Times (Singapore), La Jornada (Mexico City), and the Asahi Shimbun.

If more than three, kindly summarize (200 words): I have been and continue to be a frequent public speaker at events for which I deliver both formal and informal addresses. In the past seven years, I did so both in my capacity of Director, International Projects of BeFree and as a member of the managing board of the Casa Internazionale delle Donne (International Women’s House, Rome). The list of my public speaking engagements would be too long to submit and could hardly be summarized. However, the main topics of my addresses typically focus on trafficking in human beings, violence against women, and the centrality of women’s spaces. These are the topics on which I interact on an almost daily basis with a vast variety of interlocutors, including UN and other intergovernmental, governmental and non-governmental organizations representatives. III. Motivation Letter

For the past 23 years, that is, for most of my professional life, I have been a dedicated human rights advocate. In the last seven years, my advocacy and support have been devoted mainly to survivors of human trafficking. I prefer the word “survivors” rather than “victims” because I came to rely on their resilience and self-determination. I am very familiar with the mandate of the Special Rapporteur on trafficking in persons, especially women and children, and I had the honor and the pleasure to frequently interact and exchange ideas with the current holder of the mandate. In my view, this mandate encapsulates the right approach to the scourge of human trafficking, as it puts it in the right framework: the framework of human rights, rather than confining it prevalently to criminal and justice perspectives. 

I often cite statistics to document my findings, although I take those on human trafficking with a grain of salt, as I believe that they can only partially account for the magnitude of the phenomenon. Incomplete as they are, however, these statistics relate to numbers and yearly increases that point to structural factors, not recurrent emergencies as they are all too often depicted. Emergencies justify swift and possibly draconian measures, such as mass expulsions that put rights at risk and may cause re-victimization. Structural problems require medium and long-term strategies and planning involving government and civil society in concerted action.

"Invisibility" is a term regularly applied to victims of human trafficking. However, these survivors are very visible on our streets and sidewalks. They are very openly forced there for purposes of sexual and labor exploitation or for begging. We encounter them in our daily lives. Claiming “invisibility”, however, allows one to escape the painstaking task of properly identifying and protecting these victims. And above all, it allows the general public to conveniently skirt questions that pertain to those who demand and buy their services and who live and operate in our communities.  

Very often the word “weak” is employed to describe victims of human trafficking and their need for protection.  I believe that this is a misperception that may not be ill-meant in and of itself, but that is misguided nonetheless. It is also potentially damaging, as it shapes approaches to preventing, protecting and redressing violations of victims’ human rights. However, there is a significant difference between weakness and what I would call “engineered vulnerability”. Rather, after having identified specific vulnerabilities, we should build on the resourcefulness of trafficked survivors helping them to pursue paths that best fit their character, background and aspirations or, in other words, paths to empowerment.  

Finally, I note a persistent and frequently voiced perception that is very troubling: the perception that a person’s nationality is a profession or even a destiny shaped by forces beyond our care and remedies.  Under the guise of such neglectful fatalism, these gross misrepresentations and stereotypes obfuscate one simple fact: each victim carries his or her own story and rights as an individual. By virtue of these entitlements and rights, they can pursue a life of empowerment and dignity away from the abuses and prisons that others have forced them engineering their vulnerability. 

In short, debunking these myths, identifying the victims, empowering them to claim their rights, alerting the public to emerging situations and helping States in closing the gaps in legislation and remedial action is the hard work of the Special Rapporteur on trafficking in persons, especially women and children, and certainly one that I would pursue should I be honored with that position.
