III. Motivation Letter

 Since I was proposed the possibility to apply as United Nations Special Rapporteur, I have not stopped wondering, Why me? I realized that, to answer this question, it was necessary to take a look at my work defending rights for the last twenty years.
And in that reflection I found, plain and simple, many of the dreams that I shared with victims and survivors of trafficking throughout this time: 
· To change the point of view, to analyze reality with a vision that puts human rights at the center.
· To build policies from the reality of the victims and survivors of Human Trafficking.
· Recompose social discourses to repair the pain of the victims and survivors of the most widespread slavery in the 21st century.
· To put any instruments of migratory control and all discourses around prostitution away from trafficking in person, so that we begin to develop a fight based on a human rights-based approach.
-
The point is that all these ideas may be seen impossible in such complicated times and however we must continue fighting to make them real. It is important to understand that we can achieve them if we work beginning with people's own history, if we remove the barriers that are built to remove the social reality of those who implement policies to influence those lives.
I believe that my greatest strength as a Rapporteur would be to exercise as that hinge that enables to connect the political and the international issues with the demands of grassroots organizations, networks and the survivors of trafficking themselves. 
My knowledge on trafficking comes from years of field work,  from many years of fighting for the rights of migrant women and survivors of trafficking in the most difficult contexts. I have investigated in areas where trafficking is endemic, and also in contexts of border, violence and war, (Libya, Nigeria, Colombia…). My experience in research about trafficking in person has been combined and strengthened by networking with different organizations working in human rights and trafficking in person on its major forms. I have been training these organizations in several occasions.
I have made a constant effort so that all this knowledge obtained within civil society reaches, through advocacy and training,  to political leaders, international administrations; as well as agents in charge of the prosecution and punishment of the crime of trafficking, such as the security forces and the judiciary, not forgetting those workers (public or civil) taking care of the protection and recovery of survivors..
On the other hand, as a graduate in information science, I know the media and social networks from inside. For this reason, I have not stopped designing strategies to spread the stories of the survivors themselves and showing their reality to all of society with the best professional ethics and ethics.
I believe in communication as a powerful tool for social change. My social networks are wide, so I have become a referent figure on the fight for the rights of migrants and all those who suffer from border and economic policies. This increases the incidence capacity of my messages.
As a researcher I have led work teams in difficult security situations. Although this work has been immensely strengthened from my position as Director of the association of which I am the founder, the Collective Ca-minando Fronteras, This has provided me with important skills in diplomacy, conflict management, leadership of work groups and the design of Strategic plans.
Unfortunately, I also know what it means to put your body when rights are defended, since I underwent a criminalization process from which I was finally acquitted judicially by the courts of two countries. This painful fact has made me grow as a person, in addition to increasing my resilience. It ha also helped me to understand and feel from my own experience the situation of people whose rights are violated.
On that time of criminalization I received an immense solidarity and support network that came from community groups, organizations, but also national and international public administrations. Something that, not only helped me to overcome the situation, but also showed me that weaving nets is one of the most effective and powerful fighting strategies that exist.
So I here am, writing these lines, trying to explain in so few words that dreaming about complete respect of human rights of victims / survivors of trafficking is necessary and possible.

   No, in fact Helena Maleno work has been accused and investigated both in Spain and Morocco. In both cases, the previous judicial proceedings dismissed any unlawful action. So she is absolutely innocent and free of any doubt. The case had originally been filed by the Spanish National Court (Audiencia Nacional), but because no crime had been committed, the criminal files were closed with no charges.
 This was brought to light by the Special Rapporteur on extrajudicial, summary or arbitrary executions and the Special Rapporteur on the situation of Human Rights Defenders of the United Nations in their respective reports on the case.
