Working with citizen security agencies, police forces, universities and the Ombudsman's Anti-Torture Commission, I became an eye on improving standards of action and training public and security officials. I participated in the Commission for Justice and Truth, advising on the process of granting substitute measures of deprivation of liberty for persons involved in acts of political violence in Venezuela. Working with national human rights institutions, and NGOs, I developed competencies in the monitoring, monitoring and defense of cases, before the Inter-American Court and Commission on Human Rights and United Nations treaty bodies. At the Human Rights Institution, coordinate the process of declaration of invalidity of all Venezuelan police codes, which established unconstitutional rules that allowed arbitrary deprivation of liberty.

For these reasons, I have the time to effectively carry out the functions of the mandate and respond to its requirements, as well as to participate in all sessions of the Human Rights Council and the United Nations General Assembly, as well as to make the mandate-ordered trips. In this regard, I could devote more than three months a year to the mandate's work.

I am aware that the mandate is unpaid and my personal and family conditions allow me to have the economic resources to meet my needs and maintain my quality of life during the mandate.

The application is carried out by the Venezuelan Association of Jurists, which is a non-governmental organization, composed of lawyers, researchers and university professors, dedicated to the study, dissemination of law, including international human rights law, criminal law and prison law.

The Venezuelan Association of Jurists is a member of the International Association of Democratic Jurists, with the right to voice and vote at its World General Council. This association has consultative status before the United Nations and Unesco Economic and Social Council. He is also a member of the American Association of Jurists with consultative status before the United Nations Economic and Social Council.

III. Motivation Letter

Exposing the motivations for participating in the Working Group on Arbitrary Detention leads me to take a brief autobiographical journey and the constitution of my political and professional subjectivity.

A first decisive influence dates back to my childhood and youth in Tucumán, the province of northern Argentina epicenter of the military dictatorship 1976-1983. Throughout these years I lived painful experiences of family and friends forced into exile, tortured and detained- disappeared. Towards the end of the dictatorship and after the democratic recovery, lawyers and politicians of my family had an active participation in the struggles for Memory, Truth and Justice, also serving as lawyers and witnesses in trials for enforced disappearances.

Undoubtedly, the family and political-social environment in which I grew up had a notorious influence on the course of the law degree, choosing specialization in criminal law. Then, in graduate studies, I continued the field of criminal law, also addressing the areas of criminology and human rights. The thesis theme of one of the master's degrees I did was related to criminal control mechanisms and the actions of state security and private security.

Since then and to date I have not interrupted this line of work and investigation on criminal law and citizen security bodies. In my work in the administration of criminal justice in Argentina I learned the performance of the justice and police bodies and the victims, which made me understand the need for reforms of the judicial and prison system and its necessary adaptation to the democratic and HRD systems. In addition, participation in study and research groups coordinated by prestigious Argentine jurists, helped to consolidate my knowledge in HRD, criminology and citizen security. I perfected these knowledge in postgraduate studies conducted in Spain and England, strengthening the understanding and comparison of different criminal and police systems, knowledge that I was able to apply in my professional practice.

Family issues - I married a Venezuelan lawyer, also linked to human rights issues- affected my residence in Venezuela, where I continued the line of work on security and human rights issues, without losing my professional relationship with Argentina. In Venezuela, I participated in the institution of human rights developing a process on the adequacy of police codes to the Constitution and in the process of reform of the police and its adaptation to international standards, as well as in the creation of the first university for the training and specialization of the law enforcement agencies of the State, occupying in that institution positions of relevance.

I participated and provided advice to NGOs and victims of human rights violations - women, indigenous peoples, migrants - and worked on monitoring actions related to security issues. I devoted myself to deepening and trying to influence the improvement of human rights standards and indicators in general, and in particular those related to those of state security forces.

This experience helped to improve my capacity to act in different areas of the United Nations system, reinforcing my interest in monitoring and strengthening national institutions and human rights protection and advocacy agencies, in particular compliance with international standards for the protection of the right to personal freedom.

Throughout this trajectory, I deepened the need to continue to strengthen work in the field at the regional level. In short, respect for human rights and access to justice have always been relevant principles for me, motivating my interest in joining the Working Group on Arbitrary Detention.
