Relevant educational qualifications or equivalent professional experience in the field of human rights; good communication skills (i.e. orally and in writing) in one of the six official languages of the United Nations (i.e. Arabic, Chinese, English, French, Russian, Spanish.)

I earned a Medical Degree (M.D.) from the National University of La Plata, Argentina, which awarded me an Honoris Causa Doctorate in recognition of my pioneering contribution to the application of forensic science to human rights and humanitarian action wordwide. Additional academic qualifications include post-graduate training in forensic medicine at Guy’s Hospital, UK and at Odense University, Denmark. I have dedicated my career to the search, recovery and identification of victims of extrajudicial, summary or arbitrary executions, enforced dissappearances, armed conflicts and natural disasters in over 70 countries, contributing to clarifying thousands of cases worldwide. I have provided technical assistance and training to victims, governments, NGOs, IGOs (including UN Special Procedures) and academia; led complex negotiations, monitoring missions and investigations, built and managed teams; drafted reports and represented before the media. I am currently Adjunct Clinical Professor in Forensic Medicine at Monash University, Australia and Visiting Professor at the University of Milano, Italy and the University of Coimbra, Portugal. I am fluent in English, Portuguese and Spanish, and have working knowledge of French. In 2020, the University Institute of Yucatan, Mexico awarded me a second Honoris Causa Doctorate to acknowledge my work on forensics to promote and protect human rights.

My expertise in human rights and humanitarian action derives from nearly 40 years of professional experience. I have worked for leading organizations and academic entities in the field, often forging new lines of work. In Argentina in 1983, I helped establish the first forensic data bank for the emblematic Abuelas de Plaza de Mayo, and co-founded and directed the innovative Argentine Forensic Anthropology Team. I headed research teams and the Americas Department of Amnesty International (UK), programmes of the Inter-American Human Rights Institute and Penal Reform International (Costa Rica) and directed the International Service for Human Rights (Switzerland). For the past 15 years, I worked for the International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC), developing and directing the first Forensic Unit and serving in the Missing Persons Project. I have built deep and extensive practical knowledge of universal and regional human rights norms and mechanisms – including in relation to extrajudicial, summary or arbitrary executions – and of how they may best serve the needs of victims and to help fulfill States obligations. I have contributed to documenting a wide variety of cases in a range of operational and geographic settings, including massacres and individual cases, and helped to build State capacity to respond through investigative and preventive measures.   
3. ESTABLISHED COMPETENCE (200 words)

In addition to the academic and professional credentials mentioned above, my competence in human rights has been recognized in other ways. I helped coordinate the drafting of the Minnesota Protocol on the Investigation of Potentially Unlawful Death (2016). I have applied the Protocol to individual cases and for training and institution-building in different settings, including in collaboration with then UN Special Rapporteur on Extrajudicial Executions and, most recently, with the OHCHR Regional Office for South America to train public defenders. I also helped draft and recently to update the Istanbul Protocol for the documentation of torture and have participated in other human rights standard-setting exercices, including on enforced disapperances, prison conditions, the prevention of torture and the rights of families of human rights violations, as well as in the novel field of humanitarian forensic action. In 2018, I co-founded the Centre for Research and Training in Forensic Science, Human Rights and Humanitarian Action at the Unversity of Coimbra, Portugal. I serve on the Board of leading professional associations, including the Academy of Forensic Medical Sciences. I have also advised and trained the Inter-American Court and Commission on Human Rights, and promoted the establishement of regional networks, for example serving as patron of the African Society of Forensic Medicine.

Publications in English, Spanish, French and Portuguese include guidelines, manuals, handbooks, articles and reports about, inter alia: forensic investigations into extrajudicial executions, deaths in custody, enforced disappearances and war crimes, the rights of families of victims of extrajudicial executions and enforced dissappearances, the prevention and medical documentation of torture, monitoring detention conditions, health in prisons and the management of human remains in armed conflicts and catastrophes. I currently serve on the Editorial Boards of Forensic Sciences Research; Medicine, Science and the Law; the Revista Española de Medicina Legal and the Scientific Board of the Revista Colombiana de Medicina Legal y Ciencias Forenses. If more than three, kindly summarize (200 words): I have participated extensively throughout my professional life as a professor, trainer and invited speaker, on different aspects of the prevention and investigation of extrajudicial, arbitrary or summary executions, enforced disapparances, the prevention and documentation of torture, as well as the application of forensic science to humanitarian action, including for preventing and resolving the tragedy of the missing resulting from armed conflicts, migration and catastrophes. I have been invited to speak on these subjects in over 40 countries in all regions; in different settings and for a variety of audiences, including victims’ associations, academia, professional associations, the media, intergovernmental and non-governmental organizations. I have advised and trained representatives of all branches of Government, inlcuding members of the armed forces, prison officials, judges, prosecutors, defense lawyers, etc. In addition, my teaching responsibilites with three Universities also require regular lecturing and speaking in academic fora and international settings.    
5. flexibility/readiness and AVAILABILITY of time (200 words)

I took early retirement from the International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC) in October 2020, after more than 15 years of uninterrupted work for the organization.  In addition to the honorary engagements with academic institutions and professional associations mentioned above, I am currently an independent consultant, based in France, bordering Geneva, Switzerland. This juncture would therefore allow me the time, as well as the flexibility, to dedicate more than a minimum of three months per year to the mandate, should I be appointed. My formal links as Visiting Professor to the Universities of Coimbra (Portugal), Milano (Italy) and Monash (Australia) may also serve as an impartial academic research platform to be leveraged for the service of the mandate.

I am honored to apply for the position of Special Rapporteur on extrajudicial, summary or arbitrary executions. I believe my knowledge, skills and experience in documenting and helping prevent extrajudicial, summary or arbitrary executions, including through the innovate application of forensic science, would bring unprecedented value to the mandate. 

Over nearly four decades, in more than seventy countries worldwide, I have assisted thousands of victims of extrajudicial, summary or arbitrary executions, enforced disappearances and other grave violations of human rights and international humanitarian law. Working for leading national, regional and international human rights and humanitarian organizations, I have had the honor of advising, training and collaborating with public officials, at different levels and in all world regions, to help fulfill their human rights obligations. I have put my medico-legal expertise to the service of human rights promotion and protection, helped to pioneer the use of innovative scientific methods to document serious violations of human rights and crimes against humanity and also for humanitarian action, and contributed to setting, disseminating and applying relevant standards. 

In fulfilling my functions, I have consistently demonstrated independence, impartiality, personal integrity and objectivity, including to examine, draw conclusions and make recommendations on complex, sensitive and emblematic cases of grave human rights violations. In addition to technical expertise, I have honed negotiation, advisory and representation skills, combined with strategic vision and contextual understanding. I am able to communicate effectively with a diverse range of interlocutors, ranging from bereaved relatives of extrajudicial, summary or arbitrary executions to frontline public officials and high-level political actors, always while defending basic human rights values and principles, including with the required gender perspective; and a differential approach where needed.  Throughout, I have endevoured to focus on victims' needs, develop practical tools, build local capacity, and facilite communication, coordination and collaboration amongst concerned entities, in order to address systemic, as well as emerging, human rights challenges.

The United Nations and its human rights bodies, including the Office of the High Commissioner for Human Rights and the Special Procedures of the Human Rights Council have come to recognize the critical role of forensic science to combat and eliminate grave human rights violations and are increasingly advocating its use. The Minnesota Protocol on the Investigation of Potentially Unlawful Death, which I had the honor to help draft, emphasizes the distinct contribution of forensics for investigating and combatting extrajudicial, summary and arbitrary executions, including deaths in custody.

I believe that the time is ripe for the Special Rapporteur on extrajudicial, summary or arbitrary executions to be represented by someone with strong forensic skills - coupled with long-standing practice and proven experience in documenting and preventing extrajudicial, summary or arbitrary executions and assisting victims, their families and States – to help build on the mandate’s extraordinary standard-setting legacy. My vision for the mandate would include an emphasis on the implementation of the solid established framework through dialogue, cooperation and technical assistance in order to build the required State capacity.

Every year, thousands of people lose their lives as a result of extrajudicial executions the world over. Beyond the high-profile cases, the vast majority do not make headlines, often due to lack of documentation, also required to prevent their recurrence. 

If selected, I would be highly honored and deeply humbled to put my accumulated experience to the service of this distinguished mandate to prevent this flagrant violation to the right to life, and can guarantee an energetic commitment to impartially fulfilling its goals.
