Relevant educational qualifications or equivalent professional experience in the field of human rights; good communication skills (i.e. orally and in writing) in one of the six official languages of the United Nations (i.e. Arabic, Chinese, English, French, Russian, Spanish.)

I was Director of the Centre for the Independence of Judges and Lawyers (CIJL) of the International Commission of Jurists (ICJ). 

Also: Deputy Chief of the UN Secretary-General’s Investigative Team in the Democratic Republic of Congo (SGIT); Director of the Human Rights Division of the UN Observer Mission in El Salvador (ONUSAL); advisor to the government of Haiti for the prosecution of serious crimes; Advocacy Director of Human Rights Watch; Executive Director of the International Human Rights Law Group; ICJ Executive Secretary and UN representative; and New York State Assistant Attorney General. 

Most recenty, I spearheaded the 17-year campaign which resulted in the May 2016 conviction of the former Chad president Hissène Habré before the “Extraordinary African Chambers” in Senegal. "A milestone for justice in Africa,” (NY Times). My 1984 investigation uncovered atrocities by the U.S.-backed “Contras” against Nicaraguan civilians and led to a cut-off in Contra aid.
I am completely fluent in 3 UN languages. In each language, I have worked in the field, dealt with high government officials, written legal instruments (laws, principles), worked on judicial assistance programs, observed and directly participated in trials, given press conferences and made lengthy media appearances. Also excellent Portuguese.

As Director of the Centre for the Independence of Judges and Lawyers and consultant for the UN Crime Branch, I was a principal architect of the "UN Basic Principles on the Role of Lawyers" and the "Procedures for the Effective Implementation of the Basic Principles on the Independence of the Judiciary". I played a key role in the creation of this mandate. 
I also helped draft the UN Declaration on the Protection of all Persons from Enforced Disappearances and the OAS Convention on Forced Disappearances. I played an important role in the creation of  the UN Working Group on Arbitrary Detention.   
I have taught courses in international human rights law regularly at Columbia Law School and the American University Washington College of Law.  Last year, I was a visiting scholar at the University of Pennsylvania Law School.  I am a regular guest lecturer in law faculties including U. of Amsterdam, Université libre de Bruxelles, University Carlos III of Madrid, Cornell, Georgetown, Harvard, Leuven, NYU, Wisconsin and Yale. Years ago, I was a teaching assistant at the law school of the Université de Paris I (Panthéon-Sorbonne). 
I established a training school for para-lawyers in Cambodia (1992-94).

In 2009, the departing Special Rapporteur on the independence of Judges and Lawyers, Leandro Despouy, formally recommended me to replace him (see attached). (I was unable then to accept.) 
My competence has been internationally recognized: 

- twice appointed by the UN Secretary-General to high-level positions:  ONUSAL human rights chief, and  Deputy Chief of the SGIT in the DRC, 
- invited by the President of Haiti (1995-96) to create a team of lawyers supported by a police unit to prosecute human rights crimes. 

-At the 1993 UN World Conference on Human Rights in Vienna, elected by the 2,700 NGO representatives present to coordinate "lobbying" and helped negotiate the creation of the post of UN High Commissioner for Human Rights
-advised the Swedish International Development Authority on programs to assist the judiciary in Africa and Latin America. 
- served as a Council of Europe expert for training judges. 
Member of the National Criminal Justice Commission (US), producing report "The Real War on Crime" (1996).
My work has been featured in le Monde, NY Times, El País etc and five television documentaries for my work on the cases of Augusto Pinochet (Chile), Jean Claude "Baby Doc" Duvalier (Haiti) and Hissène Habré (Chad).

I have organized and spoken at 14 high-level meetings on the independence of judges and lawyers (almost always with Chief Justices, bar presidents etc):
- Regional meetings for South Asia (Kathmandu), South-East Asia (Manila), South America (Buenos Aires), the Caribbean (Tobago), Central America (San Jose), Eastern Europe (Warsaw).

- National meetings in Congo, India, Nicaragua, Pakistan, Paraguay and Peru, 
- International conference on the independence of judges and lawyers - under UN auspices  (Caracas, 1989), 
- Seminar for Chief Justices and Attorneys General on "the Judiciary and Human Rights in the Commonwealth Caribbean" (Grenada, 1989). 
I have also addressed many legal groups on IJL issues, including
- the Arab Lawyers Union, 
- the African Bar Association, 
- the Organization of Commonwealth Caribbean Bar Associations, 
- the Union Internationale des Avocats, 
- the Commonwealth Bar Association,

I have given hundreds of talks on human rights . In 2016 includes: Africa Legal Aid (Dakar); Yale Law School; Akademie der Künste (Berlin); ICC Office of the Prosecutor Guest Lecture; Université libre de Bruxelles; American University War Crimes Research Office; New York Bar Association; Transitional Justice Conference (Chad) etc

to perform effectively the functions of the mandate and to respond to its requirements, including participating in Human Rights Council sessions in Geneva and General Assembly sessions in New York, travelling on special procedures visits, drafting reports and engaging with a variety of stakeholders. I am a teacher and consultant  and will be able to devote the needed time to the mandate. I have travelled to 101 countries so travel is not a problem. (In 2015, I spent five months in Senegal.)
I would, as I have always done, seek to obtain law student assistance through clinical programs.
In addition to the time I personally spend, however, I hope I can be a "force multiplier" by bringing international assistance to judiciaries in need. 

The current Rapporteur Monica Pinto emphasized after her recent mission to Guinea-Bissau, that her "recommendations can be put in place and implemented only with the close and continued technical and financial support of international donors and the United Nations system."  This is indeed the case in many countries.  

In addition to directing judicial assistance programs myself for the UN and NGOs, and advising donor agencies on rule of law programs, I have raised tens of millions of dollars from governments and donors to support judicial reform.   I hope that I could create a similar dynamic by working with all stakeholders in countries which invite my visits to support and finance, where appropriate, the implementation of my recommendations. 

III. Motivation Letter (600 word limit)
I have, in a sense, been preparing myself for this mandate for the last 29 years.

From 1987-1992, as Director of the ICJ's Centre for the Independence of Judges and Lawyers (CIJL), I travelled almost constantly, meeting with bar and judicial groups,   organizing seminars, carrying out investigations, and campaigning on behalf of jurists facing persecution. I had the privilege of working with the "legends" such as Chief Justice P.N. Bhagwati of India and Judge Jules Deschênes of Canada.  Back in Geneva, I worked with Louis Joinet to create the IJL mandate first in the Sub-Commission and then in the Commission. At the Crime Branch in Vienna, we put all those contributions together into the "UN Basic Principles on the Role of Lawyers" and the "Procedures for the Effective Implementation of the Basic Principles on the Independence of the Judiciary".  

I developed a deep understanding of the importance of an independent judiciary as a pillar of a democratic society, but also of the elements needed to safeguard that independence.
My work then and since also brought home to me the importance of courageous lawyers willing to defend the unpopular and the oppressed: lawyers like Al Surigao, assassinated in 1987 three days after I joined him in Cebu, Philippines to meet the poor farmers and union activists who relied on the work he pursued in the face of death threats; like Jacqueline Moudeina, my closest partner, who pursued Hissène Habré's accomplices in Chad and was severely wounded in an assassination attempt in 2001 by a defendant who had returned as a police chief.

After the CIJL, I had many opportunities to work on the operational side of judicial reform: 
- The UN sent me, together with Justice Bhagwati, to Mongolia to assist the team drafting its post-Communist constitution. 

- At the Law Group, we ran technical assistance programs in a number of countries in transition.  In particular, I established a UN-funded school to train the first group of post-Khmer Rouge "legal defenders."
- As consultant to the Swedish development agency on programs to assist the judiciary in Africa and Latin America.  
- At ONUSAL, I coordinated international human rights support to El Salvador's judiciary, ombudsman  and other democratic institutions emerging from the civil war.
- In Haiti, I set up a legal unit to prosecute serious crimes.
- Working with Senegal and the African Union, I helped establish the "Extraordinary African Chambers" to prosecute international crimes committed in Chad under Hissene Habre.
This mandate has naturally always interested me.  In 2009, the departing Special Rapporteur Leandro Despouy, formally recommended me to replace him (see attached), after listing his key criteria, including justice expertise, intimacy with international mechanisms, language ability and - "given the importance of technical cooperation for this mandate" - experience in international cooperation. (At that time, however, my NGO work precluded my seeking this mandate.)  
As Despouy noted, more than most other mandates, the SR on IJL needs to understand how the world's very different legal systems operate. I have worked on IJL and rule of law issues, and been involved in international cooperation, in every region and under all of the major legal systems. 
Although legal systems vary significantly, my experience has  shown that when all stakeholders (government, judiciary, bar. civil society) come together, we can foster an understanding that a strong independenct judiciary is a "win-win" - providing protection for human rights and creating the predictibility necessary for a stable and thriving economy.
I think I could thus bring to this mandate the background and experience needed to perform its three vital functions: protection, promotion and technical assistance.
