Principle 18. Specific measures for children


55. Children’s deprivation of liberty by arrest or detention is to be a measure of last resort and for the shortest appropriate period of time; the exceptional case of arrest, imprisonment or detention is to be in conformity with the law, and the best interests of the child are to be of primary consideration.
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
