Very briefly, I would perhaps add in to technical assistance, something on judicial training/knowledge exchange, particularly in countries where there are justiciable environmental rights available to be used in the courts, and especially where those countries lack funding for judicial networks.

In order to develop a more bottom-up appreciation for implementation, one might also consider encouraging further examples of so-called 'People's Tribunals' which examine environmental rights implications of areas of local concern (whether that be resource extraction, fracking, water availability, climate change impacts etc).
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
