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Session 4: Accountability for the 2030 Agenda
1) Integration of a gender-perspective in the accountability mechanism for the SDG implementation – from CSO’s point of view
Talking points by Roberto Bissio, coordinator of Social Watch and executive director of the Third World Institute (Uruguay)
These observations are based on the authors experience as co-founder and coordinator of the international civil society network Social Watch and main editors of its global report, published yearly between 1996 and 2016.

Social Watch was created in 1995 as a civil society monitoring tool to make the governments accountable for the promises they made at the Social Summit (UN Summit on Social Development, held in Copenhaguen) and the Beijing Conference on Women. The commitments to eradicating poverty and achieving gender equality inspired citizen groups from around the world that since then have been monitoring systematically and reporting every year on their findings, engaging in a variety of ways with local and national authorities and with the international system at regional and global level. (see www.socialwatch.org ).
The 2030 Agenda is universal, comprehensive, human rights based and requires developed countries to take the lead. These propositions have raised interest and even enthusiasm from a variety of constituencies that were not involved with UN processes before.

For example, the city of New York officially tweeted the following on May 1, 2018 :
New York City is taking local action on global issues. Today, we're announcing that NYC will become the first city in the world to report to the @UN on local progress toward the global Sustainable Development Goals. Learn more: http://www1.nyc.gov/assets/international/downloads/pdf/vlr_release_050118.pdf 
The message doesn't just acknowledge the inspirational and guiding function of the SDGs, but the commitment to report to the UN on local progress, thus implying a notion of accountability.

During the debate that shaped the 2030 Agenda, the word “accountability” was deleted from many drafts and replaced with softer terms such as “review”, to the point that it was referred to as “the A-word”.
 

Finally, the “A-word” appears three times in the 2030 Agenda,
 all of them as accountability to parliaments or to citizens. Developing countries tried to avoid any new conditionality of the type imposed on them by the Bretton Woods institutions and therefore resisted the notion of accountability to any supra-national body.
Box: The “A-word” in the 2030 Agenda
45. We acknowledge also the essential role of national parliaments through their enactment of legislation and adoption of budgets and their role in ensuring accountability for the effective implementation of our commitments.
47. Our Governments have the primary responsibility for follow-up and review, at the national, regional and global levels, in relation to the progress made in implementing the Goals and targets over the coming 15 years. To support accountability to our citizens, we will provide for systematic follow-up and review at the various levels, as set out in this Agenda and the Addis Ababa Action Agenda.

The high-level political forum under the auspices of the General Assembly and the Economic and Social Council will have the central role in overseeing follow-up and review at the global level.

Data, monitoring and accountability
72. (...) A robust, voluntary, effective, participatory, transparent and integrated follow-up and review framework will make a vital contribution to implementation and will help countries to maximize and track progress in implementing this Agenda in order to ensure that no one is left behind.
73. Operating at the national, regional and global levels, it will promote accountability to our citizens, support effective international cooperation in achieving this Agenda and foster exchanges of best practices and mutual learning.

Accountability is packed together with “data” in the “review framework” created by the 2030 Agenda, under the High Level Political Forum. The HLPF functions within ECOSOC a few days a year and has very limited secretariat support. There is an implicit hope that “data” (indicators) will provide an objective, non ideologized measure of progress towards the 2030 Agenda, thus depoliticizing the review process.

The role of “data” in sustainable development has shifted remarkably. Not so long ago, no information and communication technologies (ICTs) were seen as the miracle tool to achieve development “leapfrogging” into the 21st century without going through the industrialization steps of developed countries' economic history. For example, this piece published by the World Economic Forum argued in 2014 that “technology can help us elliminate, not alleviate, poverty”.

That ambition has been reduced from eliminating poverty to monitoring it. A “Global Partnership for Sustainable Development Data” is being promoted, to “provide insights into whether countries are on track”.
 What this “data revolution” actually says is that ““you will still be poor and discriminated, but we will know precisely how poor you are”.

In a parallel shift, the emphasis of the UN Statistical Commission has “shifted from the pressure to develop a global indicator framework to the need for capacity development.”
 

Building the capacity of statistical offices in the South is, indeed, badly needed. But it is needed in the context of that new framework that would allow to assess progress towards sustainable development and thus allow for better accountability.

For example, target 17.19 of the SDGs, the very last of the 169 targets included in the 17 Goals, clearly demands:
17.19 By 2030, build on existing initiatives to develop measurements of progress on sustainable development that complement gross domestic product, and support statistical capacity-building in developing countries
But the two indicators found to assess that target are:
17.19.1 Dollar value of all resources made available to strengthen statistical capacity in developing countries

17.19.2 Proportion of countries that (a) have conducted at least one population and housing census in the last 10 years; and (b) have achieved 100 per cent birth registration and 80 per cent death registration
The whole issue of developing alternatives to GDP, which was first requested by the Earth Summit in Rio 1992 has disappeared from the indicator framework and will thus not be reported!

And this is not the only abscense.

The process to build an indicators framework for the 2030 Agenda has been one of trying to assess the forest by counting every tree.
 One indicator, and preferably only one, is sought for each of the 169 targets, without looking at all at the Goal as a whole, assuming that the Goal is defined exhaustibly by the sum of its targets. Those indicators where then classified in three “tiers”. Tier III groups the indicators for which there is still no universally agreed definition and methodology (that is, precisely, those that attempt to measure new issues and ideas introduced by the 2030 Agenda). Tier II includes that have agreed definitions and methodologies, but where data are not available for a majority of the countries. The indicators included in Tier I, where methodology is agreed and data are available are the only ones that actually count, as is clearly reflected in the Report of the Secretary-General on progress towards the Sustainable Development Goals.
 Paragraph 1 of the report states that “ Some targets are not reflected at this stage, owing to a lack of data, or because they are measured by indicators that are still undergoing methodological development.”
In practice that means, for example, that Goal 10, which promises to reduce inequalities within and among countries, only has Tier I indicators for two targets:
10.6.1 Proportion of members and voting rights of developing countries in international organizations

10.a.1 Proportion of tariff lines applied to imports from least developed countries and developing countries with zero-tariff

10.b.1 Total resource flows for development, by recipient and donor countries and type of flow (e.g. official development assistance, foreign direct investment and other flows)

The numbers reported under the goal on inequalities may reflect important realities, but in no way allow to assess wether inequalities within or among countries has been reduced (except perhaps in one particular aspect of weighted vote at the IMF and World Bank).

Women loose the most if the inequalities goal is lost.

Further, according to the comprehensive UN Women report on gender equality in the 2030 Agenda, “only 10 of the 54 gender-specific indicators are produced with enough regularity to be classified as Tier I. Only two indicators under SDG 5 are currently classified as Tier I. These are indicators 5.5.2 on women in managerial positions and 5.b.1 on individuals who own a mobile phone, by sex.”

While women groups celebrated the 2030 Agenda not just for its Goal 5 but also for the gender-perspective across most of the other SDGs, if the accountability is based mostly on statistical data and the current framework, most of those gains will not be reflected in the reporting.
MDGs and SDGs: more but not different indicators
While the SDGs are universal and more comprehensive than the MDGs, including Goal 16 on governance, for example, as well as Goal 10 on inequalities and other transformational decisions, the Tier I of the current indicator framework basically mirrors the indicator set established for the MDGs. 

There are 93 indicators in Tier I of the SDGs, of which 42 are either identical to or an elaboration of (e.g., disaggregated by sex, etc.) the already existing MDG indicators. (See Annex for the whole list) 

SDG 17, on implementation, has now nine additional indicators when compared with the MDGs, three of them measuring support to national statistics offices. But the MDGs assessed implementation with indicators for key policies that are not on the current list of the SDGs. For example, the measure of “untied” Official Development Assistance (ODA) has disappeared, and three indicators addressing basic trade concerns of developing countries (on tariffs for developing countries exports and agricultural subsidies of OECD countries) are also lost.

Similarly, the MDG 8 indicators for debt relief under HIPC have disappeared, even when those have all the characteristics required for Tier I and SDG Target 17.4 explicitly demands debt relief and debt restructuring, for which those indicators would be appropriate. Instead the only Tier I indicator for this target is a figure for debt service in relation to exports.

The previously existing MDG indicator on the ratios of girls to boys in primary, secondary and tertiary education also disappeared from Tier I. It is not to be found under the gender goal, nor under education, where the previously existing MDG indicator on enrollment in primary education has also disappeared.

It is unconceivable that well established and widely used indicators, such as school enrollment or illiteracy rate stop being relevant and fall off the list. These indicators are certainly not enough and that is the reason behind the formulation of the very first educational target of the SDGs: “4.1 By 2030, ensure that all girls and boys complete free, equitable and quality primary and secondary education leading to relevant and effective learning outcomes.”

The suggested indicator for that target reads: “4.1.1 Proportion of children and young people (a) in grades 2/3; (b) at the end of primary; and (c) at the end of lower secondary achieving at least a minimum proficiency level in (i) reading and (ii) mathematics, by sex.” The methodology for the lower age group (a) needs more work, relegating it to Tier III while for the other categories the availability of data is poor, leaving it as Tier II. As a result, the old and insufficient but existing enrollment indicators were dropped, better measures to replace them are not yet available and the issue is not reported at all.
HLPF: The big opportunity 

Among civil society groups and women groups in particular, there is an ongoing debate about the comparative merit of engaging with the SDGs review process as opposed to reporting to human rights mechanisms, CEDAW in particular.

The treaty mechanisms are binding and they formulate recommendations, whereas the Voluntary National Reviews on the 2030 Agenda are, precisely, voluntary and no official observations or recommendations are formulated.

Yet, the VNRs are gaining traction: In three years, 132 VNRs have been submitted, which is a show of political commitment. A virtuous snowballing effect seems to be taking place, where more and more countries are willing to report. The momentum does generated stimulates debate at home and legitimizes interaction of women groups and civil society at large with their authorities. The importance of political commitment should not be underestimated.

Nevertheless, the lack of meaningful review of the country reports and the inadequacy of the channels for CSO participation conspire against the momentum gained by VNRs in the longer term.

Additionally, commitments included in the VNRs, or formulated at home in the SDG implementation plans, can be taken for their benchmark value by the human right assessments. This might additionally help bridge the gap between SDG implementation assessment and HR reporting.
The way forward
The global targets of the SDGs and their national appropriation through the VNRs establishes a standard on which to apply the “no regression” principle of ESCRs. In that regard, the development system of the UN should detach from “development delivery” practice and thought associated with the MDGs to a framework of “expansion of rights”.

To meet the SDGs, from this perspective, requires the meeting of existing rights (to education, to health, to water) AND their expansion into new areas.

For example, linking a gender perspective with the traditional social protection (which is also a basic human right), Uruguay and Costa Rica have recently recognized the  “Right to be cared.” These is, in the case of Uruguay, a right of any person temporarily or permanently needing care because of age (the youngest and the oldest), of disease or disabilities. When that right cannot be fulfilled because of economic constraints, the State pays care-provider, which can be a family member... and in that way alleviates the burden of unpaid care work of women.

Further, a “care committee” with representatives of the ministries of education, health, social development and finances, together with representatives of civil society, to formulate policies and to reassess their own plans in the light of a care system perspective.

“Personhood” of rivers is being recognized by courts in different countries, thus entitling them to rights, in a similar way as corporations are. If corporations have “rights” why can't nature have them? In Bolivia, “Mother Nature” is a recognized right-holder in the new constitution.

Ultimately, the Bruntland's report definition of sustainable development as “development that meets the needs of the present without compromising the ability of future generations to meet their own needs" implies a recognition of the rights of future generations. Which is, in essence, our right to a future.
