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ADDENDUM TO THE REPORT
According to the provisions of the Law on Citizenship of the Republic of Serbia, applications for acquisition of citizenship of the Republic of Serbia by admission and for termination of citizenship of the Republic of Serbia are decided by the ministry responsible for internal affairs. The procedure for deciding on applications for acquisition and termination of citizenship of the Republic of Serbia conducted by the ministry responsible for internal affairs is urgent (Article 38).
Citizenship of the Republic of Serbia is acquired by descent, birth in the territory of the Republic of Serbia, admission or under international treaties (Article 6, paragraph 1), whereas citizenship of the Republic of Serbia is terminated by release, renunciation, and under international treaties (Article 27).
The Law on Citizenship of the Republic of Serbia does not differentiate between male and female applicants, but the provisions of the Law are equally applied to women and men. The fact of marriage does not lead to renunciation of one’s original citizenship and in that sense women who marry citizens of the Republic of Serbia retain their own citizenship and have a legal possibility to apply for citizenship of the Republic of Serbia. Likewise, please note that a change of marital status does not affect the loss of acquired Serbian citizenship.
The law prescribes that if one of the parents is granted citizenship of the Republic of Serbia, his/her child under the age of 18 may also acquire citizenship by admission, whereby it does not specify whether it was the child’s mother or father that acquired the citizenship (Article 20, paragraph 2).


Note that there are no restrictions concerning the transfer of citizenship from women to their children.
