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1. With regard to marriage, the Citizenship of the Republic of Slovenia Act (Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia No. 24/07, ZDRS-UPB2 (hereinafter: the Act)) contains a provision setting out that a competent authority may – at its own discretion and if it is in the national interest – grant citizenship of the Republic of Slovenia to a person who has been married to a Slovenian national for at least three years, provided that this person has de facto lived in the Republic of Slovenia for at least one year before filing his/her application for citizenship, and provided that his/her alien status has been regularized and other conditions specified in the same provision have been met. The Act guarantees equal treatment for both men and women in terms of the solemnization of marriage with a foreign national. Under no provision of the Act could a woman, in certain circumstances, gain Slovenian citizenship automatically through her husband based on marriage, and neither could she lose Slovenian citizenship in case of its dissolution.   

2. The children of female citizens of the Republic of Slovenia acquire Slovenian citizenship by ius sanguinis (by blood) through their mother under the same conditions as children whose father is Slovenian. It is essential that at least one of the parents, regardless of gender, is a Slovenian national at the time of the child's birth. In case of naturalisation, the Act makes no distinction between the Slovenian citizenship being held by the father or the mother.   
3. No provisions of the Act discriminate against women in the process of acquiring citizenship of the Republic Slovenia, as they contain no specific gender-related references. Measures preventing statelessness are incorporated in the Act through various institutes, e.g. a child found or born in the Republic of Slovenia shall acquire Slovenian citizenship if his/her parents are unknown or if their nationality is unknown or if the parents are stateless; the authority deciding on the release from citizenship of the Republic of Slovenia may annul such a decision if so requested by the person in question because he/she failed to acquire new citizenship within one year of being served such a decision; one of the conditions for a release from citizenship is that the person in question already has another citizenship, etc.
