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Main professional activities: Apart from hospital duties, I have since 1979, as a member of the Danish medical group of Amnesty International and Physicians for Human Rights/ Denmark, and on a few occasions as a consultant for the UN and the Council of Europe, been working against torture, mainly with medical documentation of torture and description of the health of torture victims. 
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Since February 2007 I have been a member of the UN Subcommittee on Prevention of Torture and have served as a vice-chairperson for the whole period. 
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
